Convenience and Necessity Number 3961. BUEHNER-FRY, INC. d/b/a
RESORT OPERATOR SERVICES and d/b/a DIRECTDIAL USA should retain
this Order as evidence of the name change.

Based on the foregoing, it is

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that the
request by BUEHNER-FRY, INC. d/b/a RESORT OPERATOR SERVICES to
change the name on Certificate Number 3961 from BUEHNER-FRY, INC.
d/b/a RESORT OPERATOR SERVICES to BUEHNER-FRY, INC. d/b/a RESORT
OPERATOR SERVICE and d/b/a DIRECTDIAL USA is approved. It is

ORDERED that this change will be effective ten (10) days
from the issuance of this Order.

The notice of
appeal must be in the form specified in Rule 9.900 (a), Florida
Rules of Appellate Procedure.
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
