NOTICE OF PROPOSED AGENCY ACTION 
ORDER APPROVING ACQUISITION OF CONTROL 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN by the Florida Public Serv ice 
Commission that the action discussed herein is preliminary i n 
nature and wil l become final unless a person whose i n te r es t s are 
substantially affected files a petitio n for a formal proceeding , 
pursuant to Rule 25- 22.029 , Florida Administrative Code. 

Sectio n 364 . 33 , Florida Statutes , provides that a person may 
not acquire ownership or control of any t lccommunications 
facility , or any extension thereof for the purpose of providing 
telecommunications services to the public, including the 
acquisition , transfer , o r assignment of majority organizational 
control or cont ~olling stock owne rship, without prior approval from 
this Commission . 
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ACC Corp. (ACC) is the parent c orporation of ACC National Long 

Distance Corp. (ACC National), holder of Interexchange 

Telecommunications (IXC) Certificate No . 4007, and t he i ndirect 

parent company of Vista International Communications , Inc . (Vista), 

holder of IXC Certificate No . 3554. Teleport Communications Group 

Inc. (TCGI) is the parent company of TCG South Florida (TCG South) , 

holder of Alternative Local Exchange Telecommunications (ALEC) 

Certificate No. 3519 and IXC Certificate No. 4018 . 

By letter dated December 19 , 1997 , ACC and TCGI filed with 

this Commission a joint petition for approval of acquisition of 

control from ACC to TCGI. The companies have stated that t he 

transaction will not affect the manner in which ACC National and 

Vista provide service to their respective customers. This 

transaction will be virtually transparent to the customers of ACC 

National and Vista . Further, ACC National and Vista will continue 

to provide services under their existing certificates and tariffs 

filed with this Commission. 

We determine that ACC and TCGI have met the requirements of 

Section 364 . 33 , Florida Statute s . Accordingly , we find that the 

transfer i ~ in the public interest , and we approve it pursuant to 

Section 364.33 , Florida Statutes. 

Based on the foregoing , it is ,
