NOTICE OF PROPOSED AGENCY ACTION 
ORDER IMPOSING FINES AND REQUIRING PAYMENT OF REGULATORY 
ASSESSMENT FEES. OR CANCELING PAY TELEPHONE CERTIFICATES 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

NOTICE is hereby given by the Florida Public Service 
Commission that the action discussed herein is prelimina:-y in 
nature and will become final unless a person whose interests are 
substantially affected files a petition for a formal proceeding, 
pursuant to Rule 25-22.029, Florida Administrative Code. 
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The entities listed below have not paid the regulatory 

assessment fees required by Section 364.336, Florida Statutes, and 

Rule 25-4. 0161, Florida Administ rative Code , for the years 
specified below, along with s tatutory penalties and interest 

c harges. Under Section 364.336, Florida Statutes, certificate 

holders must pay a minimum a nnual regulatory assessment fee of $50 

if the certificate was active during any portion of t he c alendar 
year. Pursuant to Rule 25-4.0161(2), Florida Administra tive Code , 

the form and applicable fees are due to the Florida Public Service 

Commission by January 30 of the subsequent year. All entities t~~t 
apply for certification receive a copy of our rules governing pay 

telephone service and an affidavit in which the applicants attest 

that the rules have been received and understood by the applicant. 
This affidavit must be attached to the application in order for the 

applicat i on to be processed. 

The regulatory assessment fee forms are mailed to the entities 
in December of every year, for the period of January 1, through 

December 31. The entities have been given adequate opportunity to 
pay. The Commission's correspondence regarding the regulato ry 

assessment fees was received but not acknowledged. To date, the 
enti t ies have not paid the required fees. 

For the reason described above, pursuant to Rule 25-

24.514 (1) (b) and (c), Florida Administrative Code, we find it 
appropriate to cancel each entity's certificate for failure to 
comply with Section 364.336, Florida Statutes, and Rule 25-4.0161, 

Florida Administrative Code, unless each entity pays a $500 fine 

and remits all past due regulatory assessment fees, along with 
statutory penalties and interest charges, to the Florida Public 
Service Commission. Each entity must comply with these 

requirements within five business days from the date this Order 

becomes final. The fines will be remitte d to the Comptroller for 
deposit in the State of Florida General Revenue Fund, pursuan t to 

Section 364.516, Florida Statutes.

As the appropriate fees, statuto ry penalties , interest 
charges, and fines are received, each Docket shall be c l osed. 
Should any of the entities fail to comply with this Order within 
five business days from the date this Order becomes final, the 
entity shall have its certificate canceled and the Docket shall be 
closed. The cancellation of the certificate and the closing of the 
Docket in no way diminishes any of the entity's obligatio n to pay 
applicable delinquent regulatory assessment fees, statutory 
penalties , and interest charges. 

Based on the foregoing, it is 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that each of 
the entities listed herein must pay the past due regulatory 
assessment fees, statutory penalties, interest charges, and a $500 
fine to the Florida Public Service Commission for failure to comply 
with Section 364.336, Florida Statutes, and Rule 25-4.0161, Florida 
Administrative Code, withi n five business days from the date this 
Order becomes final. The fines will be transmitted to the 
Comptroller for deposit in the State of Florida General Revenue 
Fund. It is further 
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ORDERED that s hould any of the ent~t1es fail to comply with 

t h is Order , that e ntity ' s certif icate shall be cance l e d, and t he 

respective Docket shall be closed. It is further 
ORDERED that the cancellation of the certificate and the 

c l o sing of t he docket i n no way diminishes a ny of the e nti t i e s ' 

obligation to pay applicable delinque nt regulatory assessment f e es , 
statutory penalties, and interest charges. It is further 

ORDERED that any protest to t he action proposed herein shall 

specify the entity or entities to whic h it applies. It is further 

ORDERED that, if a protest t o this Order is filed, the protest 

s hall not prevent the action p rop osed herein f r om becoming fi nal 

with regard to t he remaining e ntities l isted in this Order . It is 

f u rther 

ORDERED that the prov~s~ons of this Order, issued as proposed 

agency action, shall become final and effective unless an 
appropriate petition, in the form provided by Rule 28-106.201, 

Florida Administrative Code, is received by the Direc tor, Division 
o f Records a nd Reporting, 2540 Shumard Oa k Boulevard, Tallahass ee , 
Florida 32399-08 50, by the close of business on t he date set f o rth 
in the "Notice of Further Proceedings or Judicial Reviewu attached 

hereto . It is further 

ORDERED that in the event this Orde r becomes final, these 
Dockets shall be closed upon payment of the fines and fees , or upon 

cancellation of the certificates.

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NOTICE OF FURTHER PROCEEQINGS OR JUDICIAL REVIEW 

The Florida Public Service Commission is required by Section 
120 . 569 (1), Florida Statutes, to notify parties of any 
administrative hearing or judicial review of Commiss i on orders that 
is available under Sections 120 .57 or 120.68, Florida Statutes , as 
well as t he procedures and time limits that apply. This notice 

should no t be construe d to mean all requests for a n administrative 
hearing o r judic ial review will be granted or r esult i n the relief 
sought . 

Me diation may be available o n a case-by- c a se basis. If 
mediation is conducted, it does no t affect a substantially 
interested person's right to a hearing. 

The action proposed herein is preliminary in nature. Any 
perso n whose substantial interests are affected by the action 
proposed by this order may file a petition for a formal proceeding, 
in the form provided by Rule 28-106.201, Florida Administrative 
Code. This petition must be received by the Director, Division of 
Records and Reporting, 2540 Shumard Oak Boulevard, Tallahassee, 
Florida 32399-0850, by the close of business on December 31 . 1998. 

In the absence of such a petition, this order shall become 
effective on the day subsequent to the above date. 

Any objection or protest filed in this docket before the 
issuance date of this order is considered abandoned unless it 
satisfies the foregoing conditions and is renewed within the 
specified protest period. 

If this order becomes final and effective on the date 
desc ribed above, any 'party substantially affected may request 
judicial review by the Florida Supreme Court in the c ase of an 
electric, gas or telephone utility or by the First District Court 
of Appeal in the case of a water or wastewater utility by filing a 
notice of appeal with the Director , Divis ion of Records and 
Repo r t ing and f i ling a copy of the no tice of appea l and the fil~ng 
fee with the appropriate court. This filing must be completed 
within thirty ( 30) days of the effective date of this order, 
pursuant to Rule 9.110, Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. The 
not i ce o f appeal must be in the form specified in Rule 9.900(a), 
Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. 
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
