wastewater utility by filing a notice of appeal with the  D i r e c t o r ,  
Division of Records and Reporting and filing a copy of the notice 
of appeal and the  filing fee with the  appropriate court. T h i s  
filing must be completed within t h i r t y  (30) days af te r  the issuance 
of this order, pursuant to Rule 9.110, Flor ida  Rules of Appellate 
Procedure. T h e  notice of appeal must be in t h e  form specified i n  
Rule 9.900(a), Florida Rules of: Appellate Procedure.
