BY THE COMMISSION:

on August 15, 1988, West Orange Utilities, a/k/a M & M
Utilities, (West Orange or Utility) filed an application with
this Commission requesting acknowledgment of the sale of the
Utility to the City of Ocoee. Upon review of the application,
deficiencies were noted and the City of Ocoee was contacted for
clarification.

On October 13, 1988, we received a letter from the City of
Ocoee stating that it had not and did not intend to acquire
West Orange, Subsequent thereto, Mr. Michael C., Minton, Owner
of West Orange, was contacted and advised that the City of
Ocoee had denied purchase of the Utility, and that the
Commission could not, therefore, acknowledge the sale of West
Orange Utilities to the City of Ocoee.

On November 14, 1988, by letter, Mr. Minton requested to
withdraw his application. Further, on November 17, 1988, we
received notification from the owner that he intended to
abandon the system effective January 1, 1989. The abandonment
is being handled in Docket No. 881429-5U. Accordingly, we
acknowledge the withdrawal of the application for sale. Since
there is no further action to be taken in this docket, it may
be closed,
