ORDER SUS?E: NDI NG PROPOSED RATES 

BY THE COMMI SSION: 

On February 22 . 19 89 , Po tnciana Uti l ities, Inc ., ( Poi nc ian<~ 
o r the u~ili ty l iil~d .HI applicallon tl) r 1ncreased t<~ater and 
sower r.'l tds 1n Osceo la County. The info rmatio n met the minimum 
filing requi rements f o r a general rate i ncrease. Acco rdingly, 
the official fi li ng date was established as february 22, 1989. 
The utility did no t request inte rim rates . 

By letter dated No vembe r 18, 1988 . Poinciana Utilities, 
Inc., had requested the Lest year e ndf'd Octo bor ' 1 .

Secti o n 367 . 081(6) , florid a Sta tutes, provides that the I 
rate schedules pro posed by the uti lity shall become effect ive 
within si xty days after filing unless we iss~e an o rder 
withholding o u r cons e n t to t he o perati o n o f t he pro posed 
rates . Fur t het. Lho abo ve- t eCerenc ed statute perm1ts the 
pro posed rates t o go into ef f ect, under bond, eight months 
after f i ling unless we have taken final action o n the utility ' s 
app l icati o n. 

We have reviewed the utility's fili ng a nd find t hat the 
utility lhas made substan t ial plant additi o ns s 1ncc o ur las t 
audit . rn addi i o n. th<- ut i lity 11 .1:. pt ~> pv:. .. 'u :Htmo t o us 
.H1 ) u :• l m,.,., ls t iJ lh•J , .1L o.: bct~u <•ltd o pet <~lliiCJ s ta t ements . we have 
cons1de1ed the proposed rates . the amou n t o f the add itional 
revenues sought thereunder and the suppo r t ing data which has 
beer. submitted. We find that it is reaso n a ble and necessary to 
require further amplificati o n, e xplanation and 
cross - exami nation o f the d ata filed by t he uti li ty, as we ll as 
additio nal and/o r c o rt Ob() r aL ivo dJLJ, and schedule public 
heari ng s , if nccessat y, t o t these purposes . I n consideration 
o f the above , we hereby suspend the pro posed rate schedu l es. 

Based o n the forego ing, it is t herefore, 

ORDERED by the Flo rida Publtc Service Conunission that the I 
pro posed rate schedules o f Po inciana Utilities, Inc., a re 
hereby suspended pending f~rthe r investiga t ion as set forth in 
the body o f this Order.

Florida 
Statutes . as well as the procedures a nd time limit s that 
apply. This not i ce should not be construed to mean all 
requests f o r an administrative hear 1ng or judicial review will 
be granted o r resu lt in the re lief s ought. 

Any pa r ty adversely affected by this order. which is 
p re lim tnary, procedural o r in termediate in ~a ture. may 
r e quest: 1) reconsiderati o n within .10 days pursuant to Rule 
25-22.038(2), Florida Administrative Code, if 1ssued by a 
?rehearing Off1cer ; 2 ) reconsideration within 15 days pursuant 
to Rul e 25-22 .060. Flo r ida Administrative Code, i f issued by 
t he Co mmissi o n; o r 3) judicial review by the Florida Supreme 
Court, in t he case of an elect ric, gas or telephone utility. or 
the first Dist r i ct Court o f Appeal, in the case o f a water or 
sewer ut i lity . A motio n for reconsideration shall be filed 
with t he Director. Divisi o n of Records and Reporting, in the 
f o rm prescribed by Rule 25-22.060, Florida Administrative 
Code. Judicial review of a preliminary, procedural or 
i n termed ia to ruling o r o rde r is available if review of the 
final action will no t provide an ad e quate remedy . Suc h review 
may be requested from t he appropriate court, as described 
abo ve. purs uan t to Rul e 9 . 100, Florida Rules of Appe llate 
Pr ocedure. 
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
