Notice is hereby given by t he F l o r ida Public Service 
Commissio n t hat t he act i o n discussed he rei n i s peel iminary in 
nature and wi 11 beco me final u n less a perso '\ whose interests 
are s ubstant ial ly affected f il es a petition for formal 
proceeding pursuan t t o Rule 25-22 .029, Florida Administrative 
Code. 

The respective compa n ies 1 isted in the caption of this 
Order fi led applicatio ns f o r a cer tificate to ~rov ide pay 
telepho ne s ervice (PATS) . These applicat ions were filed 
pursuant to Sect ion 364.33, Flo ri da Statutes (1965 ), whi c h 
pro vides that no perso n can begi n cons truction o r ope r at i o n of 
a telepho ne li ne, plant or system without first obtai ning from 
th1s Com:nss i o n a ce r t i f i c aL c o f publi c convenience and 
necesstty. 

By Orcer No . 14132, i ssued February 27, 1965, this 
Commi ss i o n autho r ized the prov i si o n of compet i tive pay 
telepho ne serv i ce o n a tol l-onl y basis in add i tion to the PATS 
that is currently pro vided by the l oca l exchange companies . 
Effective June 24 , 1965, Secti o n 364.335(4), Florida Statutes 
(1985), was amended t o expand o ur authority to grant t o PATS 
providers t he authority to o ff e r loca l PATS in add i t ion to the 
previ o usly allowed tol l PATS . In Or der No. 1<1 132, we set forth 
the requirements f o r certification of PATS providers as well as 
the terms , conditio ns . service standards and r ates t hat apply

to the prov i sion o f PATS. Additionally, we r equired PATS I 
pro viders to c omply wi t h t he r equi cements of Sect ion 350 .113, 
Florida Statutes. whi c h i mpo ses a r egulatory assessment fee. 
We also required each PATS pro vider to r epo r t to t he Commission 
the number o f pay telepho ne instrument s that it o perates in 
Florida. Thi s repo rt sho uld be filed in conjuncti o n with a 
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PATS provider's payment o f its regu lato ry a ss• ·ssment fee t o 
this Commission . Further, i n order to obtai n serv t ce from a 
loca 1 exchange company for a PATS instrument, each PATS 
provider mu s t specific ally r equ<!st a coin access line from the 
serving l ocal e xc ha nge compa ny. 

PATS pro viders ate s ub ject to the 
25-24. 50 5 thro ugh 25-2-1. 520 , Flo rida 
These ru les govern the o perati o n o f PATS.
