Rule 25-17 .006(4), Florida Admi ni strative Code, requires 
electric utilities to collect informatio n on the appliance 
stock, housing characteris ics, household demographic 
characteristics , and billing history for a representative 
sample of residential electric customers , every f our years . 
The rule specifies tha the Commission prescribe the survey 
instrument used to gather info rmation from each household in 
that Commission staff uses the results to pro vide information 
o n electric usage patterns of residential customers and to aid 
analyses o f utiltty conservalion programs.
