If Public Counsel decides to use 



the information in a proceeding before the Commission, then 

Southern Bell, in accord with the Rule, will file a specific 

request for a protective order as set forth in Rule 25-22.006, 

Florida Administrative Code. Furthermore, in accord with Section 

364.183(2), Florida Statutes, the interrogatory responses being 

provided to Public Counsel shall be treated as confidential 

pending a formal ruling on such request or until Public Counsel 

returns the records to Southern Bell. 

3. The information for which confidential treatment is 

requested is intended to be and is treated by Southern Bell as 

confidential and has not been disclosed. 

WHEREFORE, Southern Bell requests that the Commission grant 

its Motion for Temporary Protective Order for Confidential 

Treatment.
