Florida Power & Light Company ( FPL) has filed Gene ral Service 
Load Control (GSLC) and Commercia l Industr i al Load Control (CILC) 
tariff sheets (Sheet Nos . 8.109, 8.110, 8 . 650 - 8.659 and 9.490 -
9.49 2) with its petition for approval of modifications to its 
De mand-Side Management Plan. 

We f i nd that these tar iff sheets shall be suspended to provide 
for sufficient time for discovery on the cost- effecti veness of 
these programs and the appropriate ness of modifications to the CILC 
rate schedules. FPL is adding a new program, GSLC, and proposing 
significant changes to its CILC program. An additional reason f er 
suspension is to allow FPL to notify its CILC customers that it has 
proposed c h anges in its CILC rate schedule and program agreement as 
required by Rule 25-6 . 0438(4) (c), Florida Administrative Code . 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that Tariff 
Sheet Nos . 8.109, 8.110, 8.650 - 8.659 and 9.490 - 9.492, filed by 
Florida Power & Light Company on January 31, 1995, are hereby 
suspended pending further actions by this Commission.

NOTICE OF FURTHER PROCEEDINGS OR JUDICIAL REVIEW

Any party adversely affected by this order, which is 
preliminary, procedural or intermediate in nature, may request: (1) 
reconsideration within 10 days pursuant to Rule 25-22.038 ( 2) , 
Florida Administrative Code, if issued by a Prehearing Officer; (2) 
reconsideration within 15 days pursuant to Rule 25-22.060, Florida 
Administrative Code, if issued by the Commission; or ( ~ ) judicial 
review by the Florida Supreme Court, in the case of an electric, 
gas or telephone utility, or the First District Court of Appeal, in 
the case of a water or wastewater utility. · A motion for 
reconsidera tion shall be filed with the Director, Division of 
Records and Reporting, in the form prescribed by Rule 25-22.060, 
Florida Administrative Code. Judic ial review of a preliminary, 
procedural or intermediate ruling or order is available if review 
of the final action will not provide an adequate remedy. such 
review may be requested from the appropriate court, as described 
above, pursuant to Rule 9.100, Florida Rules of Appellate 
Procedure. 
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
