DISCUSRION OF ISSUED

IBBUE 1: Should Proposed Agency Action Order No, PSC-%96-0794-FOF.
TL., issued June 19, 1996, be reinetated as a final order and the
survey be ordered?

RECOMMENDATION: Yes. Proposed Agency Action Order No. PSC-96-
0794 -FOF-TL ehould be reinstated as a final order, and United
should conduct the survey within 45 days from the issue date of
this final order. The ballot should include the amount of the
additive, how long the additive will be applicable, change in
rates, change in telephone number, and change in calling sccpe.
The sgurvey letter and ballot should be submitted to staff for
review prior to distribution to United’s customers.

In order for the survey to pass, at least 50 percent of
those balloted must respond and, of those reeponding, at least 60
percent must favor the boundary change.

: Since Proposed Agency Action Order No. PSC-96-
0794 -FOF-TL was issued on June 19, 1996, a timely protest was filed
with the Commission. As a result, the petitioner in this docket
filed a Motion to Dismiss the protest. Subsequently, the protest
was withdrawn. A second protest, which was sent directly to United
instead of the Commission, wag also subsequently withdrawn.

Becauge there are no protests pending and the Motion to
Diemiss is moot, staff recommends that Order No, PSC-%6-0794-FOF-TL
be reinstated, and United should conduct the survey within 45 days
from the issue date of this final order. The ballot should include
the amount of the additive, how long the additive will be
applicable, change in rates, change 1n telephone number, and change
in ¢alliing scope. The Burvey letter and ballot should be submitted
to staff for review prior to distribution to United’s customers.

In order for the survey to passe, at leasat 50 percent of
those balloted must respond and, of those responding, at least 60
percent must favor the boundary change,
