NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN by the Florida Public Service 
Convniasion that the action diacuased herein ia preliminary in 
nature and will become final unleaa a person whoae i nterest• are 
aubatantially affected files a petition for a formal proceeding, 
pursuant to Rule 25-22.029, Florida Adminiatrative Code. 

Univeraal Netvork Service• of Florida, Inc. (Univenal), an 
interexchange telecommunication• carrier (lXC), currently holds 
certificate of public convenience and neceaeity number 3578, ieaued 
by the Commieaion on Septeneer 14, 1994, authorizing the proviaion 
of interexchenge telecoa.unicatione service . Univeraal haa not 
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• 
paid the reoulatory aaaeaament fees required by Section 364.336, 
Florida Statutea, and Rule 25-4.0161, Florida Administrative r.ode, 
for the year 1996. The reoulatory assessment fee form was mailed 
to Universal in December, 1995, for the pe~iod of January 1, 1996, 
throuoh December 31, 1996. Pursuant to Rule 25-4.0161(2), Florida 
Administrative Code, the form and applicable fees are due to the 
Florida Public Service Commission by January 30 of the subsequent 
year. Universal was notified o f its delinquency on June 3, 1997. 
The company has been oiven adequate opportunity to pay. The 
Collllliasion' s correspondence re9ardino the :eoulatory assessment 
fees was aioned tor, indicating receipt . Yet, there has been no 
response, and, to date, Universal has not paid the required fees. 

For .the reaaon deacribed above, purauant to Rule 25-
24.474 (ll (b) and (c), Florida Administrative Code, we tinct it 
appropriate to cancel Universal's certificate, unless the company 
pays a $500 tine for failure to comply with Section 364.336, 
Florida Statutea, and Rule 25-4.0161, Florida Admini strative Code, 
and remits all past due reoulatory assessment fees, alon9 with 
statutory penalties and inten.at char1Jea, to the Florida Public 
Service COIIIIIisaion. Univeraal must comply with these requirements 
within 5 business days from the ·date this Order becomes final. The 
fine will be remitted to the Comptroller for deposit in the State 
of Florida General Revenue Fu.nd, pursuant to Section 364.5161 
Florida Statutes. 

When the appropriate fee·s, statutory penalties, interest 
charqes, and fine are received, this docket shall be closed. 
Should Uni versal fail to comply with this Order within 5 business 
days from the date thts O~der becomes final, Universal shall have 
its certificate canceled and the docket will be closed. The 
cancellation of the certificate and the closin9 of the docket in no 
way diminishes Universal'• obli~ation to pay applicable delinquent 
reoulatory aaaeas-nt teea, a.tatutory penalties, and interest 
charoes. 

Should Universal's certifi.cate be canceled, all certificated 
interexchanoe carriere in the State of Florida are inatruc~ed to 
discontinue service to Univeraa.l, purauant to Rule 25-24.4701 (3), 
Florida Adminiatrative Code, Proviaion of Reoula t ed 
Telecommunication• service to Uncertificated Reaellera Prohibited. 
Any certificated 1nterexohanoe carrier• providino aervice to 
Univeraal mu.st contact the Commiaaion at the conclusion ~f the 
response period indicated herein in order to determine if 
Univeraal'a certificate has been canceled. 
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Based on the foregoing, it is

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commiaaion that 
Univeraal Network Servicea of Florida, Inc., must pay the past due 
regulatory assesament feea, atatutory penalties, interest charges, 
and a $500 tine to the Florida Public service Commission for 
failure to comply with Section 364.336, Florida Statutec. and Rule 
25-4.0161, Florida Adlllinistrative Code, within 5 business days 
from the date thia Order becomea f i:lal. The finft will be 
transmitted to the eo.ptroller for deposit in the State of Florida 
General Revenue FUnd. It is further 

ORDERED that should Univeraal Network Services of Florida, 
Inc., fail to comply with this Order, Univeraal Network Services of 
Florida, Inc.'s certificate ahall be canceled, and the docket ahall 
be cloaed. It ia further 

ORDERED that the cancellation of the certificate and the 
closing of the docket in no way diminishes Universal Network 
Services of Florida, Inc. 'a obligation to pay applicable delinquent 
regulatory easeaament feea, atatutory penalties, and interest 
charges. It ia further 

ORDERED that all certificated interexchange tele~ommunication 
providers ahall discontinue aer~ice to Univeraal Network Services 
of Florida, Inc. , Oniveraal Network Servicea of Florida, Inc. upon 
verification of the cancellation of the certificate at the 
conclusion of the reaponae period set forth in this Order. It is 
further 

ORDERED that the proviaiona of this Order, issued as proposed 
agency action, ahall become final and effective unleas an 
appropriate petition, in the form provided by Rule 25-22.036, 
Florida Adminiatrative Code , ia received by the Director, Division 
of Recorda end Reporting, 2540 Shumard Oak Boulevard, Tallahassee, 
Florida 32399-0850, by the close of buaineaa on the date aet forth 
in the "Notice of FUrther Proceedings or Judicial Review• attached 
hereto. It ia further 

ORDERED that in the event this Order become a final, this 
Docket ahall be cloaed upon pa~nt of the tines, and tees, o r upon 
cancellation o f the certificate.
