4. Time Warner is a certified Alternative Local Exchange 

Carrier (ALEC) providing services in Florida. Time Warner and GTE 

Florida Incorporated ("GTEFL") executed an interconnection 

agreement which was approved by the Commission in an order. 

5. In this proceeding, the Commission will determine the 

appropriate recurring and non-recurring rates for several specified 

elements. These elements are available to and may be used by Time 

Warner as well as other providers. Under the Time Warner-GTEFL 

interconnection agreement if GTEFL becomes obligated to provide 

interconnection, unbundled access to network elements or any other 

service related to interconnection, at rates more favorable than 

comparable under the Time Warner agreement, then Time Warner can 

substitute the more favorable rates, terms, or conditions, for 

relevant provisions of the agreement. Consequently, the 

Commission's consideration of the rates for and pricing of the 

elements in this proceeding will have an affect on Time Warner. 

For the reasons stated above, Time Warner respectfully request 

that the Commission grant its petition for intervention and permit 
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Time Warner to participate as a full party in this docket.
