The first exhibit int r oduced int o the record will be a 
composite e xhibit prepared by staff , which will consist of the 
following documents: Florida Administrative Weekly notice and 
proposed rules ; materials provided to the Joint Administrative 
Procedures Commlttee, whlch .include the statement o! facts and 
circumstances justlfying t.1e rules, statemen~ on federal s tandards, 
and notice of rulemaking; a memorandum regarding a statement of 
estimated regulatory costs; and any material, inc luding profiled 
comments and attachments, that may be submitted pursuant to secllon 
120 . 54, Florida Statutes . tt shall not be necessary for 
participants to insert thei r profiled comment s and testimony into 
the cecord at the heacing. Copies of the first exhibit will be 
available at the hearing. 

Following the stat! presentation, affected persons will have 
the opponunity to present evidence and argument . It may be 
necessary to impose time limits !or presentations, depending upon 
the number of participants. Persons with similar r-resentatiQns 
should combine to make one presentation. Persons maklng 
presentations wi 11 be subject to ques\.ions from other persons. 
Such questions shall be limited only to those necessary to clarify 
and understand the presenter's position.
