NOTICE OF PROPOSED AGENCY ACTION 
OROER GBANTING CERTIFICATE TO 

PROYIPE ALTERNATIVE LOCAJ EXCHANGE 
TELECOMMUNICATIONS SERYICE 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

NOTICE is hereby given by the Florida Publi c Service 
Commission that the action discussed herein is prelimina ry in 
nature a ~d will become final unless a person whose interests are 
substantially affected files a petition f o r a formal proceeding, 
pursuant to Rule 25-22.029, Florida Administrative Code. 

Daytona Telephone Company has applied for a certificate to 
provide alternative local exchange telecommunications service , 
pursuant to Section 364 .337, Florida Statutes . Upon review of it s 
application , it appears that Daytona Telephone Company ha s 
sufficient technical , financial , and manageria l capability t o 
provide such service . Acco rdingly, we hereby grant t o Daytona 
Telephone Company Certificate No. 5736 which shall authorize it t o 
provide alternative l ocal exchange teler omm1 •nications servi c es 
throughout the State of Florida , exce p t- f '"H the terri t o r ies of 
earnings-regulated small local exchange compa r ies , as set forth in 
Sect ion 364. 337 ( 1) , Florida Statutes . 
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If this Order becomes final and effective, it shall serve as 
Daytona Telephone Company' s ce rtificate. It should, t herefo re , be 
retained by Daytona Telephone Company as proof of certification. 

Alternative Local Exchange Telecommunications providers 
(ALECs) are subject to Chapter 25-24 , Florida Adminis trative Code, 
Part XV, Rules Governing Telecommunications Service Provided by 
Alternative Local Exchange Companies. ALECs are also require d t o 
comply with all applicable provisions of Chapter 364 , Flo rida 
Statutes, and Chapters 25-4, Flo rida Administrative Code . 

In ~ddition, Section 364.337 (2), Florida Statutes , requires 
ALECs which provide basic local telecommunications service t o 
provide access to 911 services. This Commissio n has no rules 
specifying the 911 services that either an incumbent local exchange 
company (ILEC) or an ALEC must provide; however, 911 service that 
is inferior to that provided by the ILEC would clearly not be in 
the public interest. Accordingly, we find t hat Section 364. 337(2) , 
Florida Statutes, requires ALECs whi ch provide basic loca l 
telecommunications services to provide at least the same level of 
911 services as that provided by the ILEC serving the same area. 

Based on the foregoing, it is 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commiss ion that we 
hereby grant to Daytona Telepho ne Company Alternative Local 
Exchange Telecommunications Certificate No. 5736 s ub ject t o the 
terms and conditions set forth in the body of thi s Order . I t i s 
further 

ORDERED t ha t this Order shall serve as Dayto na Telephone 
Company's certificate and should be retained by Dayt o na Tel e phone 
Company as proof of certificatio n. It is further 

ORDERED that each Alt e rnative Local Exc hange 
Telecommunications company whi c h prov ides basic loc al 
telecommunication s services shall pro vide at lea st the same leve l 
of 911 servi c es as that provided by the incumbr nt l ocal exc hange 
company serving t he same area . It i s f ur t ' .e r 

ORDERED that the provisions of this Order , issued as proposed 
agency action, shall become final a nd ef fc ~tivc unless a n 
appropriat e petition, in t he f orm provided by Rul e 28-106 . 20 1, 
Florida Admi nist rative Code , is r ecei ve d by t he Directo r , Division 
o f Reco rds a nd Reporting , 2 540 Shumatd Oa k Boulevard, Tallahassee , 
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Florida 32399-0850, by the close of business on the date set forth 
in the "Notice of Further Proceedings or Judicial Review" attac hed 
hereto. It is further 

ORDERED that in the event this Order bec omes final, t hi s 
Docket shall be closed.

If this order becomes final and effective on the date 
desc ribed above , any party substantia 11 y affected may request 
judicial review by the Florida Supreme Cour t in t he case o f a n
