S p r i n t  states that this proceeding is designed to address generic 
policies and procedures  f o r  collocation of alternative local 
exchange companies' (ALEC) f a c i l i t i e s  at incumbent l o c a l  exchange  
companies' ( I L E C s )  premises. As a Florida-certificated ALEC, 
S p r i n t  contends that i t s  substantial i n t e r e s t s  will be affected by 
t h e  ou tcome  of t h i s  proceeding. S p r i n t  adds t h a t  no other p a r t y  
can adequately represent Sprint's r i g h t s  and interests in this 
matter.
