wastewater utility by filing a notice of appeal with the Director, 
Division of Records and reporting and filing a copy of notice 
of appeal and the filing wi th appropriate court. This 
filing must be completed within thirty (30) days after the issuance 
of this order, pursuant to Rule 9.110, Florida Rules of Appel 
Procedure. The notice of appeal must be in the form specified in 
Rule 9.900(a), Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure.
