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1TC"DeltaCom requires reciprocal compensation for traffic to ISPs and (2) in the alternative, 

collateral estoppel applies and prevents BellSouth i?om relitigating the same issues decided by the 

Alabama Public Service Commission, 1TC"DeltaCom asserts that there are strong grounds for the 

Commission to grant summary judgment in favor of 1TC"DeltaCom. 

3. Thus, 1TC"DeltaCom requests that the Commission continue the complaint 

proceedings pending its determination of the merits of 1TC"DeltaCom's Motion for Summary Final 

Order. There is no need to waste the Commission's or the parties' resources preparing for a hearing 

that may not take place if summary disposition is granted. 

WHEREFORE, in the interest of judicial economy, 1TC"DeltaCom respectfully requests 

that the Commission grant its Motion to Continue or stay the complaint proceedings against 

BellSouth Telecommunications, Inc., pending the Commission's determination of 1TC"DeltaCom's 

Motion for Summary Final Order.
