We f i  1 ed d i  rec t  testimony and suppl emental 

d i rec t  and surrebuttal. And the flow was the d i rec t  and 

supplemental d i rec t ,  then Verizon f i l e d ,  and then we f i l e d  the 

surrebuttal. We th ink the flow would be more log ica l  and i t  

would help the Commissioners i f  Mr. Poucher t e s t i f i e d  i n  the Sam 

sequence tha t  he f i l e d  testimony. 

MS. CASWELL: So tha t  E a r l  would be up twice? 

MR. BECK: Yes. Once fo r  h is  d i rec t  and supplemental 

d i rec t ,  and then a second time for the surrebuttal. 

MS. CASWELL: Yes. I mean, 1 th ink 1 would prefer i t  

s t a y  the way it i s .  I don' t  th ink Commission t y p i c a l l y  has any 

problem wi th  seeing the witness once and have them t e s t i f y  

rebuttal ,  (inaudible) a t  once. I mean, we t y p i c a l l y  do d i rec t ,  

and then ( inaudible). 

COMMISSIONER JABER: Ms. Caswell , l e t  me t e  1 you brok 

up a l o t  there and the court reporter d i d n ' t  catch anything you 

said. And, qui te frankly, I d idn ' t  hear you, e i ther .  Are you o 

a cellphone? 

MS. CASWELL: No, I'm not. I ' m  taking i t  o f f  the 

speaker phone now. 
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COMMISSIONER JABER: Okay. 

MS. CASWELL: Can you hear me now? 

COMMISSIONER JABER: Yes. But I d i d n ' t  hear anything 

you said i n  response t o  M r .  Beck. 

And before you s t a r t ,  l e t  me t e l l  you tha t  I had not 

decided t o  take up d i rec t  and rebuttal a t  the same time, f o r  wha 

i t ' s  worth t o  you. 

MS. CASWELL: Okay. Well, my preference would be t o  

keep i t  the way i t  i s .  But, you know, i f  you want i t  the way - -  
i f  you want i t  the way Charlie suggested, I don' t  have any stron 

opposition t o  it, tha t ' s  f ine.

That statement i n  the middle o f  the s t a t e  background jus t  d i d n ' t  

seem t o  work. So maybe we should s t a r t  creating a section on 

opening statements. I don't necessarily know where tha t  

statement belongs, I j u s t  know i t doesn't belong i n  the case 

background. So maybe you could - -  
MR. FORDHAM: It doesn't f i t  neatly anyplace, so we 

w i l l  f i n d  a place where we can make i t  a l i t t l e  neater anyway.
