On August 22, 2005, BellSouth Telecommunications, Inc. (BellSouth), submitted a 
request to the Number Pooling Administrator (NeuStar) for additional numbering resources in 
the Main switch in the Daytona Beach exchange, specifically one (1) 1,000 consecutive number 
block to meet a customers request, in the format (NPA) NXX-1, 2, or 3XXX. Also, on August
