On February 9, 2007, Comcast of the South, Inc. (Comcast) filed its request pursuant to 
Rule 25-22.006, F.A.C., and Section 364.183( l), Florida Statutes, for confidential classification 
and treatment of certain information contained in FPSC Document No. 01418-07 which consists 
of the Affidavit of Larry Schweber (Affidavit) submitted on behalf of Comcast in lieu of the 
discovery and depositions sought by Embarq Florida, Inc. 

FPSC Document No. 01418-07 was entered into the record as Exhibit No. 9 during the 
Hearing held on February 14, 2007, and subsequently, was also identified in the docket file as 
FPSC Document No. 01515-07. 

Comcast claims the information for which confidential classification is requested is 
contained on page 2 of the Affidavit and concerns the extent of Comcast's current and future 
plans to deploy and market Voice over Internet Protocol (VoIP) service. Comcast claims it has 
not disclosed the information publicly and is treated by Comcast as private and confidential. The 
information discusses timing and other issues concerning deployment of Comcast's VoIP service
