point of physical interconnection between the telephone network and the customer’s 

premises wiring, or the demarcation point. 

5. Rule 25-4.0345(1)(b)(2) requires that the demarcation point for a single 

linelmulti-customer building be located within the customer’s premises at a point easily 

accessed by the customer.
