~1lssued February 23, 2007, and a name change in Order No. PSC-07-

" 0321-FOF-WS, issued Bpril 13, 2007. On September 25, 2007,
zsp  Charlotte County Board of County Commissioners (“BOCC”) adopted
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Resolution 2007-143, rescinding Commission Jjurisdiction over
privately-owned water and wastewater utilities in the County.
Sun River currently provides service solely within Charlotte
County and therefore Sun River has recently become subject to
Charlotte County regulatory jurisdiction. With this
Applicatiocn, however, Sun River intends to service territory in
both Charlotte and DeSoto Counties.

5. Sun River has both the financial and technical ability
to render reasonably sufficient, adequate and efficient service.
The Commission recently confirmed both Sun River’s financial and
technical ability to render service in Docket No. 070109-WS,
Order No. PSC-08-0243-FOF-WS. As noted above, Sun River 1is a
wholly-owned subsidiary of NFMU. NFMU was first certificated by
the Commission in Crder No. 8025 in 1977 and has undergone a
steady and controlled growth and is now the primary wastewater
utility provider in unincorporated northern Lee Ccunty. NEFMU
has funded this expansion with a combination of debt and equity.
NFMU has sufficient cash flow to meet its financial cbligations
as they become due. In addition, NFMU’s parent corpcraticn, Sun
River’s <corporate grandparent, ©Old Bridge Corporation, will
provide for any additional capital needs which may arise as the
result of the expanded service area. This Commission on
numerous occasions in recent years has confirmed NFMU’s
financial ability.

Sun River plans to arrange for long-term debt
financing for the construction of the water and wastewater
expansions necessary to serve the expanded territory and to
utilize current capacity fees collected from future customers as
an offset to that debt. The projected impact on the utility’s

capital structure will be to increase long-term debt, offset by
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CIAC from capacity fees. However, it is anticipated that there
will be no material impact in Sun River’s capital structure in
the short term.

With regard to its technical ability, Tony Reeves,
handles the day-to-day management of Sun River. Mr. Reeves has
over 30 years experience 1in the operation and management of
water and wastewater utility systems. Sun River’s regulatory
accountants are Cronin, Jackson, Nixon & Wilsoﬁ, CPAs, and its
attorneys are the law firm of Rose, Sundstrom & Bentley, LLP.
Both o¢f these entities are the preeminent firms in their
respective disciplines in the regulation of water and wastewater
utilities.

6. L copy of the lease to the water and wastewater plant
site is attached hereto as Exhibit "A".

7. A copy of Sun River’s current approved PSC tariff,
amended to include the proposed additional service territory, 1is
attached hereto as Exhibit “B”.

8. Sun River’'s rates and <charges were established
pursuant to Order No. PSC-06-0684-PAA-WS, issued August B8, 2006

in Docket No. 050587-WS, In re: Application for Staff-assisted

rate case in Charlotte County by MSM Utilities, LLC.

9. Legal descriptions of the territory previocusly

certificated, and the proposed additional <territory to be
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served, using township, range and section references is attached
heretec as Exhibits “C-1” and “C=-2”, respectively.

10. A detailed map showing existing lines and facilities
is attached hereto as Exhibit ™“D”. A full size map will be
provided to the appropriate staff.

11. Detailed maps showing township, range and section with
the territory to be served and the proposed territory plotted
therecn are attached as Exhibit "E". A full size map will ke
provided to the appropriate Staff.

12. Sun River operates 1its wastewater system pursuant to
DEP Permit No. FLAQ14062-004-DWF.

13. Sun River’'s predecessor, M3SM Utilities, 1LLC, was
issued its o¢original Certificate, 980731-WS, on ZApril 19, 1999,
pursuant to Commissicn Order No. PSC 99-0756-FOF-WS.

14. Sun River currently serves approximately 120
customers. While development plans of the landowners within Sun
River’s service territory are not vyet finalized, when Sun
River’s requested service territory is fully occupied, Sun River
projects that i1t will serve as many as 1,850 residential,
commercial and industrial customers. It is anticipated that the
residential units will consist of single family homes, mobile
homes, duplexes and apartments. In Charlotte County the

commercial and industrial development can be predicted due to
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the widening of US 17 to a four-lane divided highway. In DeSoto
County the preoposed territory is within a general mixed use
enterprise =zone that will accommodate higher densities of
residential, commercial and industrial uses.

15. Sun River has received letters from the property
owners in the proposed service territories in Charlotte County
requesting inclusion into Sun River’s service territory. A copy
of the letters are attached as Exhibit “F”. Upon investigation,
there are no present known plans for Charlotte County Utilities
to provide water and sewer services to these proposed areas.

16. To the best of Applicant’s knowledge, as confirmed by
Commission Order No. PSC-08-0243-FQOF-WS rendered on April 16,
2008, in Docket No. 070190-WsS, the provision of water ‘and
wastewater service to the proposed properties in Charlotte
County by Sun River i1s consistent with the Charlotte County
Comprehensive Plan at the time the application is filed.

17. Sun River has received a letter from DeSoto Park, LLC,
the owner of the property in DeSoto County, requesting inclusion
into the Sun River service territory. A copy of this letter is
attached as Exhibit “G”. DeSoto Park, LLC is a related entity
to Sun River and seeks to provide service to its property as it
is developed. The property in gquestion has been designated as

an “Enterprise Zone” by both DeSoto Ccunty and the State of
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Florida and has been granted development entitlements for
intense industrial, commercial and supporting residential
develcpment. Morecver, both DeSotc County and the State of
Florida have incentivized the development of this property.

18. To the best of Applicant’s knowledge, the provisicn of
water and wastewater service to the proposed property in DeScto
County by Sun River is consistent with the DeSoto County
Comprehensive Plan at the time the application is file.

19. Attached as Exhibit ™H” is an affidavit that the
notice of actual application was given 1in accordance with
Sections 367.045(1)(a) and ({(2)({a), Florida Statutes, and Rule
25-30.030, F.A.C. by regular mail to the following:

(1) the governing body of the municipality, county or
counties in which the system o©r territory
proposed to be served is located;

(2) the privately owned water utility +that holds a
certificate granted by the Public Service
Commission and that is located within the county
in which the utility or the territory proposed to
be served is located;

Lessor and Lessee desire to set forth berein the terms and coaditions under which the
Lessee shal! be gramted the sole and exclusive right to use the Leased Premises to operate
end maintain the Systems so that Lessee can continve to provide water and wastewater
utility services to the residents of The Oaks.
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The Parties have negotiated in good fzith and are empowered 10 be bound by the terms
and conditions set forth in this Apreement.

ACCORDINGLY, for and in consideration of the sum of Ten ($10.00) Dollars, the

sbove Recitals and benefits to be derived from the mutual observation of the covenants contained
herein, and other good and valuable consideration the receipt and sufficiency of which are
hereby acknowledged by the parties, the parties agree 2s jollows:

AGREEMENT TO LEASE. Subject 1o the terms and conditions hereinafier set forth,

Lessor hereby demises and leases the Leased Premises exclusively to Lessez and Lessee
does hereby hire and take the Leased Premises from Lessor.

TERM. To have and to hold for a term of ninety-nine (99) years, unless sooner
terminated, as provided hereinbelow. The term of this lease shall commence on the date
on which the last of the parties executes the Agreement below (“Effective Date™) and
shail expire ninety-nine (99) years fom that daie.

RENTAL. The rent reserved under this Agreemnent shall be as follows:

(a)  Annual rental of $3,600.00 per year, payable in egual monthly
instaliments of $300.00 per month, payablc the first day of each month.

()  The annual rental amounts in subparagraph {a) above shall increase based
upon the Consumer Pdce Index (as heremafter defined) commencing on the
thirty-seventh (37) month from the date of this Agreement. Every three (3) years
thereafter, rental amounts shall be increased io an amount equal to the increase in
the Consumer Price Index which shall be determined every three (3) years and
paid at the new rental rate adjusted by the cumulative increase over the prior three
(3) years. “Consumer Price Index™ shall mean the Consumer Price Index which is
presently designed as the United States City Average for All Urban Consumers,
All Hems, with a base period egualing 100 in 1982-84. In the event the statistics
are pot available or in the event that publication of the Consumer Price Index is
modified or discontinued in its entirety, the adjustment provided for herein shall
be made on the basis of an index chosen by Lessor as & comparable and
recognized index of the purchesing power of the United States consumer dollar
published the United States Department of Labor or other governmental agency.

()  Real estate taxes (both ad valorem texes and non ad valorem taxes) and
special assessments, if any, shall be paid by Lessse.

{d) Personal property taxes on the Systems, and necessary license and
occupational fees, insurance, repair, maintenance and complience costs for the
Systems shall be paid by Lessee.
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CONDITION OF PREMISES. The Premises are leased subject to amy and all
conditions that an accurate examination of the Premises would disclose, Lessee agreeing
to indemnify Lessor against any and all claims for personal injury or property damage to
Lessee’s property caused by any defects in the Premises.

SUBORDINATION. This Lease shali be subject and subordinate at all times to the lien
of any mortgage or mortgages, now encumbering the Premises, or which Lessor may at
any fime place against the Premises. Lessee agrees 1o execuie such documents as may be
requested by any mortgagee to evidence the subordination contained herein; provided,
bowever, that as a condition of such subordination, the holder of such monigage shall be
required to agree with Lessee that, notwithstanding the foreclosure of such mortgage,
Lessee's occupancy of the Premises shall not be dismrbed so long as Lessez is not In
default hereunder and attoms to such Mortgagee and agrees to perform all obligations
owed to Lessor hereunder for the benefit of such Mortgagee.

REPAIR OF PREMISES. Lessee will keep the Premises in a clean and sanifary
condifion during the term of this Lease and any renewal lerms, at Lesses's expense, and
will comply with all governmental ordinances and directions of proper public officers in
connection with such maintenance during the term of this Lease.

NET LEASE. It is the intent of Lessor and Lessee that this Lease be & "Tople Net
Lease”, meaning that Lessee shall be responsible for the payment of all insumance,
utilities, repairs, maintenance, replacement, sales and use taxes, property taxes and
charges and impositions relative to the Premiscs and/or Lessee's use and occupancy
thereof, except that Lessee shall not be responsible for the paymennt of any mortgages or

other liens placed upon the premises by Lessor nor for the payment of any income taxes
of Lessor.

ALTERATIONS BY LESSEE. Lessor agrees that Lessee may make, at its own

expense, any alterations, repairs, replacements or additions to the improvements on the
Premises, provided:

(&) Lessee shall perform such alterations, repairs, replacements or addifions,
in accordance with the statres, ordinances, rules, regulations and orders of all
public or quasi-public authorities having jurisdiction thereof and in accordance
with the rules and regulations of the local board of Fire Insurance Underwriters;
and,

® The Premises shall at all imes be kept free and clear of all mechanic’s,
materialmen's, labor or other liens or claims of biens, and Lessee agrees to
indemnify and save harmless Lessor from all claims, demands and lability,
including damapge to person or property arising out of or in connection with any
such work; and,
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Nothing in this Lease shall be construed as in any way constitufing a consent or reguest
by Lessor, expressed or implied, by inference or otherwise, 1o any contractor, sub-
contracior, laborer, or materialman for the performance of any labor or the fumishing of
any materials for any specific or general improvement, alteration or repair of or to the
Premises or to any buildings or improvements thereon or to any part thercof. Pursuant to
Florida Statute §713.10, it is the intent of the parties hereto that Lessor's interest in the
Premises shall not be subject to any liems filed becawse of Lessee's failire 10 make
payments in connection with any buildings or improvernents installed or constructed on
the Premises.

. UTILITIES. Lessee shall pay for all utility services supplied to the Premises for the

benefit of Lessee and shall pay aHl charges for the collection of refuse from the Premises.

LICENSES, FEES AND TAXES. Lessee shall -pay all state, county, municipal,
occupational or other licenses, fees and taxes which may be imposed upon the bnsiness or
occopation of Lessee conducted on or from the Premises and shall pay any tax imposed
by the State of Florida on rentals. Lessee covenants to promptly pay when doe all real
property taxes and tangible personal property taxes relating to the Premises. If the term
hereof shall end before rendition of a tax bill for such year, Lessee will pay to Lessar
Lessee's pro-rata portion of such taxes based upon the assessments for the prior year.

USE. The Premises may be used for any and all legal purposes so long as such use does
not change the character of the Premises. Except as bereinafter provided, Lessee shall
comply with 2l] povernmental laws, ordinances and regulations appheable to the use of
the Premises, and shall promptly comply with all governmental orders and directives for
the correction, prevention and abatement of nuisances, in or upon, or conmected with,
Lessee's use of the Premises. Lessee will not permit the Premises to be vsed for any
pUEpOSse Of in any manner which would render the insurance thereon void.

In the event Lesses contaminates the Premises or any adjacent property with bazardous
waste in connection with its use of the Premises, Lesses agrees to hold hammless and
indemnify Lessor, and Lessor's suceessors and assigns from any and all claims, snits,
actions, debts, damages, costs, charges, and expenses, incloding atomeys' fees,
paralepals’ fees, legal assistants' fees and costs, and against all lability, losses and
damages of any nature whatsoever, that Lessor may at any time sustain by reason of any
such contamination.

REPRESENTATIONS OF LESSOR Lessor represents that as of the Commencement
Date, the Premises complies with all applicable laws, ordinances, statutes, regulations,
orders, miles and restrictions relating thereto (the "Applicable Laws"), and that the
Premises and the existing and prior uses thereof (including any uses by its former
Lessees) has not prior to the Commencement Date and does not currently violaie the
provisions of any Applicable Laws relating thereto, If the Premises at any time fails to be
in compliance with the Applicable Laws besed upon the actions or inactions of Lessor
prior to the Comnmencement Date, Lessee shall notify Lessor of such lack of compliance
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and, within seven (7) days of such notice, Lessor shal] take all necessary measures 1o
bring the Premises into compliance with the Applicable Laws.

INSURANCE. At all times subsequent to the eommencement date of the term of this
Lease and during the full term, Lessee shall keep the Premises covered, at Lessec's sole
cost and expense zgainst claims for personal mjury or property damage under a policy of
general public Lability insurance.

ARl insurance required to be maintained by Lessee shall be effecied by valid and
enforceable policies issued by insurers licensed to do business in the Staie of Florida,
counmtersigned by an agent licensed 1o do business in Flonda and of recegnized
responsibility satisfactory to Lessor. Within fifteen (15) days afler the commencemeni of
the term of this Lease, Lessee shall promptly deliver to Lessor the original policies as
specified above and within fifteen (15) days after the premium of each such policy shall
become due and payable, such premium shall be paid by Lessee and Lessor shall be
furnished with satisfactory evidence of such payment.

All policies of insurance required to be maintained by Lessee shall name Lesses and
Lessor as the insureds as their respective interests may appesar.

DESTRUCTION BY CASUALTY. In the event of damage or destruction to the
Premises, or any portion thereof, by firc or other canse, Lessee shall have the option to
repair or restore the same, as the case may be, at Lessee's expense, or to fepminate this

Lease, If termination is elected, the provisions of Section 29 hereof shall become
applicable.

TECHNICAL TERMS AND ABBREVIATIONS

"BFC" - The abbreviation for "Base Facility Charge" which is the minimum amount the Company
may charge its Customers and is separate from the amount the Company bills its Customers for
wastewater consumption.

"CERTIFICATE" - A document issued by the Commission authorizing the Company to provide

wastewater service in a specific terrifory.

"COMMISSION" - The shortened name for the Florida Pubiic Service Commission.

"COMMUNITIES SERVED" - The group of Customers who receive wastewater service from the
Company and whose service location is within a specific area or locality that is uniquely separate
from another.

"COMPANY" - The shortened name for the full name of the utility which is MSM UTILITIES,LLC.

"CUSTOMER" - Any person, firm or corporation who has entered into an agreement to receive
wastewater service from the Company and who is liable for the payment of that wastewater
senvice.

"CUSTOMER'S INSTALLATION" - All pipes, shut-offs, valves, fixtures and appliances or
apparatus of every kind and nature used in connecticn with or forming a part of the installation for
disposing of wastewater located on the Customer's side of the Service Connection whether such
installation is owned by the Customer or used by the Customer under lease or other agreement.

"MAIN" - A pipe, conduit, or other facility used to convey wastewater service from individual service
lines or through other mains.

"RATE" - Amount which the Company may charge for wastewater service which is applied to the
Customer's water consumption.

"RATE SCHEDULE" - The rate(s) or charge(s) for a particular classification of service plus the
several provisions necessary for billing, including all special terms and conditions under which
service shall be furnished at such rate or charge.

"SERVICE" - As mentioned in this tariff and in agreement with Customers, "Service" shall be
construed to include, in addition to all wastewater service required by the Customer, the readiness
and ability on the part of the Company to furnish wastewater service to the Customer. Service
shall conform to the standards set forth in Section 367.111 of the Florida Statutes.

RULES AND REGULATIONS

GENERAL INFORMATION - These Rules and Regulations are a part of the rate schedules and
applications and contracts of the Company and, in the absence of specific written agreement to
the contrary, apply without modifications or change to each and every Customer to whom the
Company renders wastewater service.

The Company shall provide wastewater service to all Customers requiring such service within its
Certificated territory pursuant to Chapter 25-30, Florida Administrative Code and Chapter 367,
Florida Statutes. .

POLICY DISPUTE - Any dispute between the Company and the Customer or prospective
Customer regarding the meaning or application of any provision of this tariff shall upon written
request by either party be resolved by the Florida Public Service Commission.

APPLICATION - In accordance with Rule 25-30.310, Florida Administrative Code, a signed
application is required prior to the initiation of service. The Company shall provide each Applicant
with a copy of the brochure entitled "Your Water and Wastewater Service,"” prepared by the Flerida
Public Service Commission,

APPLICATIONS BY AGENTS - Applications for wastewater service requested by firms,
partnerships, associations, corporations, and others shall be rendered only by duly authorized
parties or agents.

REFUSAL OR DISCONTINUANCE OF SERVICE - The Company may refuse or discontinue
wastewater service rendered under application made by any member or agent of a household,
organization, or business in accordance with Rule 25-30.320, Florida Administrative Code.

EXTENSIONS - Extensions will be made to the Company’s facilities in compliance with Commission
Ruies and Orders and the Company's tariff.

TYPE AND MAINTENANCE - In accordance with Rule 25-30.545, Florida Administrative Code, the
Customer's pipes, apparatus and equipment shall be selected, instalied, used and maintained in
accordance with standard practice and shall conform with the Rules and Regulations of the
Company and shall comply with all laws and governmental regulations applicable to same. The
Company shall not be responsible for the maintenance and operation of the Customer’s pipes and
facilities. The Customer expressty agrees not to utiize any appliance or device which is not
properly constriicted, controlled and protected or which may adversely affect the wastewater
service. The Company reserves the right to discontinue or withhold wastewater service to such
apparatus or device.

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8.0 CONTINUITY OF SERVICE - In accordance with Rule 25-30.250, Florida Administrative Code, the
Company will at all times use reasonable diligence to provide continuous wastewater service and,
having used reasonable diligence, shall not be liable to the Customer for faiiure or interruption of
continuous wastewater service.

if at any time the Company shall interrupt or discontinue its service, all Customers affected by said
interruption or discontinuance shall be given not less than 24 hours written notice.

9.0 LIMITATION OF USE - Wastewater service purchased from the Company shall be used by the
Customer only for the purposes specified in the application for wastewater service. Wastewater
service shall be rendered to the Customer for the Customer's own use and shall be collected
directly into the Company’'s main wastewater lines.

In no case shall a Customer, except with the written consent of the Company, exiend his lines
across a street, alley, lane, court, property line, avenue, or other way in order to furnish
wastewater service to the adjacent property even though such adjacent property may be owned by
him. In case of such unauthorized extension, sale, or disposition of service, the Customer's
wastewater service will be subject fo discontinuance until such unauthorized extension,
remetering, sale or disposition of service is discontinued and full payment is made to the Company
for wastewater service rendered by the Company (calculated on proper classification and rate
schedules) and until reimbursement is made in full o the Company for all extra expenses incurred
for clerical work, testing, and inspections. {This shall not be construed as prohibiting a Customer
from remetering.)

10.0 CHANGE OF CUSTOMER'S INSTALLATION - No changes or increases in the Customer's
installation, which will materially affect the proper operation of the pipes, mains, or stations of the
Company, shall be made without written consent of the Company. The Customer shall be liable for
any change resulting from a violation of this Rule.

11.0 INSPECTION OF CUSTOMER'S INSTALLATION - All Customer's wastewater service installations
~ or changes shall be inspected upon completion by a competent authority to ensure that the
Customer's piping, equipment, and devices have been installed in accordance with accepted
standard practice and local laws and governmental regulations. Where municipal or other
governmenta! inspection is required by local rules and ordinances, the Company cannot render
wastewater service until such inspection has heen made and a formal notice of approval from the
inspecting authority has been received by the Company.

Not withstanding the above, the Company reserves the right fo inspect the Customer's installation
prior to rendering wastewater service, and from time to time thereafter, but assumes no
responsibility whatsoever for any portion thereof.

ACCESS TO PREMISES - In accordance with Rule 25-30.320(2)(f), Florida Administrative Code, the
Customer shall provide the duly authorized agents of the Company access at all reasonable hours
to its property. If reasonable access is not provided, service may be discontinued pursuant fo the
above rule.

PROTECTION QF COMPANY'S PROPERTY - The Customer shall exercise reasonable diligence to
protect the Company's property. If the Customer is found to have tampered with any Company
property or refuses to correct any problems reported by the Company, service may be
discontinued in accordance with Rule 25-30.320, Florida Administrative Code. in the event of any
loss or damage to property of the Company caused by or arising out of carelessness, neglect, or
misuse by the Customer, the cost of making good such loss or repairing such damage shall be
paid by the Customer.

RIGHT-OF-WAY OR EASEMENTS - The Customer shall grant or cause to be granted to the
Company, and without cost to the Company, all rights, easements, permits, and privileges which are
necessary for the rendering of wastewater service.

CUSTOMER BILLING - Bills for wastewater service will be rendered - Monthly, Bimonthly, or
Quarterly - as stated in the rate schedule.

In accordance with Rule 25-30.335, Florida Administrative Code, the Company may not consider a
Customer delinquent in paying his or her bili until the twenty-first day after the Company has
mailed or presented the bill for payment.

A municipal or county franchise tax levied upon a water or wastewater public utility shall not be
incorporated into the rate for water or wastewater service but shall be shown as a separate item on
the Company's bills to its Customers in such municipality or county.

if a utility utilizes the base facility and usage charge rate structure and does not have a
Commission authorized vacation rate, the Company shall bill the Customer the base facility charge
regardless of whether there is any usage. :

PAYMENT OF WATER AND WASTEWATER SERVICE BILLS CONCURRENTLY - In accordance’
with Rule 25-30.320(2){g), Florida Administrative Code, when both water and wastewater service
are provided by the Company, payment of any wastewater service bill rendered by the Company to
a Customer shall not be accepted by the Company without the simultaneous or concurrent payment
of any water service bill rendered by the Company.

TERMINATION OF SERVICE - When a Customer wishes to terminate service on any premises
where wastewater service is supplied by the Company, the Company may require reasonable
notice to the Company in accordance with Rule 25-30.325, Florida Administrative Code.

UNAUTHORIZED CONNECTIONS - WASTEWATER - Any unauthorized connections to the
Customer's wastewater service shall be subject fo immediate discontinuance without notice, in
accordance with Rule 25-30.320, Florida Administrative Code.

ADJUSTMENT OF BILLS - When a Customer has been undercharged as a result of incorrect
application of the rate schedule or, if wastewater service is measured by water consumption and a
meter error is determined, the amount may be credited or billed to the Customer as the case may be,
pursuant to Rules 25-30.340 and 25-30.350, Florida Administrative Code.

FILING OF CONTRACTS - Whenever a Developer Agreement or Contract, Guaranteed Revenue
Contract, or Special Contract or Agreement is entered into by the Company for the sale of its
product or services in a manner not specifically covered by its Rules and Regulations or approved
Rate Schedules, a copy of such contracts or agreements shall be filed with the Commission prior to
its execution in accordance with Rule 25-9.034 and Rule 25-30.550, Florida Administrative Code.

TECHNICAL TERMS AND ABBREVIATIONS

"BEC" - The abbreviation for "Base Facility Charge" which is the minimum amount the Company
may charge its Customers and is separate from the amount the Company bills its Customers for
water consumption.

"CERTIFICATE" - A document issued by the Commission authorizing the Company to provide
water service in a specific territory.

"COMMISSION" - The shortened name for the Florida Public Service Commission.

"COMMUNITIES SERVED" - The group of Customers who receive water service from the
Company and whose service location is within a specific area or locallity that is uniquely separate
from another.

"COMPANY" - The shortened name for the full name of the utility which is SUN RIVER UTILITIES
INC..

"CUSTOMER" - Any person, firm or corporation who has entered into an agreement to receive
water service from the Company and who is liable for the payment of that water service.

"CUSTOMER'S INSTALLATION" - All pipes, shut-offs, valves, fixtures and appliances or
apparatus of every kind and nature used in connection with or forming a part of the installation for
rendering water service to the Customer's side of the Service Connection whether such
installation is owned by the Customer or used by the Customer under lease or other agreement.

"MAIN" - A pipe, conduit, or other facility used to convey water service to individual service lines
or through other mains.

‘RATE" - Amount which the Company may charge for water service which is applied-to the
Customer’s actual consumption.”

"RATE SCHEDULE" - The rate(s) or charge(s) for a particular classification of service plus the
several provisions necessary for billing, including all special terms and conditions under which
service shall be furnished at such rate or charge.

"SERVICE" - As mentioned in this tariff and in agreement with Customers, “Service” shall be
construed to include, in addition to all water service required by the Customer, the readiness and
ability on the part of the Company fo furnish water service to the Customer. Service shall conform
to the standards set forth in Section 367.111 of the Florida Statutes.

RULES AND REGULATIONS

GENERAL INFORMATION - These Rules and Regulations are a part of the rate schedules and
applications and contracts of the Company and, in the absence of specific written agreement to the
contrary, apply without medifications or change fo each and every Customer to whom the
Company renders water service.

The Company shall provide water service to all Customers requiring such service within its
Certificated territory pursuant to Chapter 25-30, Florida Administrative Code and Chapter 367,
Florida Statutes. :

POLICY DISPUTE - Any dispute between the Company and the Customer or prospective
Customer regarding the meaning or application of any provision of this tariff shall upon written
request by either party be resolved by the Florida Public Service Commission.

APPLICATION - In accordance with Rule 25-30.310, Florida Administrative Code, a signed
application is required prior to the initiation of service. The Company shall provide each Applicant
with a copy of the brochure entitled “Your Water and Wastewater Service,” prepared by the Florida
Public Service Commission.

APPLICATIONS BY AGENTS - Applications for water service requested by firms, partnherships,
associations, corporations, and others shall be rendered only by duty authorized parties or agents.

REFUSAL OR DISCONTINUANCE OF SERVICE - The Company may refuse or discontinue water
service rendered under application made by any member or agent of a household, organization, or
husiness in accordance with Rule 25-30.320, Florida Administrative Code.

EXTENSIONS - Extensions will be made to the Company's facilities in compliance with
Commission Rules and Orders and the Company's tariff.

TYPE AND MAINTENANCE - In accordance with Rule 25-30.545, Florida Administrative Code, the
Customer's pipes, apparatus and equipment shall be selected, installed, used and maintained in
accordance with standard practice and shall conform with the Rules and Regulations of the
Company and shall comply with all Jaws and governmental regulations applicable to same. The
Company shall not be responsible for the maintenance and operation of the Customer's pipes and
facilities. The Customer expressly agrees not fo utilize any appliance or device which is not
properly constructed, controlled and protected or which may adversely affect the water service.
The Company reserves the right to discontinue or withhold water service to such apparatus or
device.

DELINQUENT BILLS - When it has been determined that a Customer is delinquent in paying any
bill, water service may be discontinued after the Company has mailed or presented a written
notice to the Customer in accordance with Rule 25-30.320, Florida Administrative Code.

CONTINUITY OF SERVICE - In accordance with Rule 25-30.250, Florida Administrative Code,
the Company will at all times use reasonable diligence to provide continuous water service and,
having used reasonable diligence, shall not be liable to the Customer for failure or interruption of
continuous water service. '

If at any time the Company shall interrupt or discontinue its service, all Customers affected by
said interruption or discontinuance shall be given not less than 24 hours written notice.

LIMITATION OF USE - Water service purchased from the Company shall be used by the
Customer only for the purposes specified in the application for water service. Water service shall
be rendered fo the Customer for the Customer's own use and the Customer shall not seli or
otherwise dispose of such water service supplied by the Company.

In no case shall a Customer, except with the written consent of the Company, extend his lines
across a street, alley, lane, court, property line, avenue, or other way in order to furnish water
service to the adjacent property through one meter even though such adjacent property may be
owned by him. In case of such unauthorized extension, sale, or disposition of service, the
Customer's water service wili be subject to discontinuance until such unauthorized extension,
remefering, sale or disposition of service is discontinued and full payment is made to the
Company for water service rendered by the Company (calculated on proper classification and rate
schedules) and until reimbursement is made in full to the Company for all extra expenses incurred
for clerical work, testing, and inspections. (This shall not be construed as prohibiting a Customer
from remetering.)

CHANGE OF CUSTOMER'S INSTALLATION - No changes or increases in the Customer's
installation, which will materially affect the proper operation of the pipes, mains, or stations of the
Company, shall be made without written consent of the Company. The Customer shall be liable
for any charge resulting from a violation of this Rule.

PROTECTION OF COMPANY'S PROPERTY - The Customer shall exercise reasonable diligence
to protect the Company's property. If the Customer is found to have tampered with any Company
property or refuses to correct any probiems reported by the Company, service may be
discontinued in accordance with Rule 25-30.320, Fiorida Administrative Code.

In the event of any loss or damage to property of the Company caused by or arising out of
carelessness, neglect, or misuse by the Customer, the cost of making good such loss or repairing
such damage shall be paid by the Customer.

INSPECTION OF CUSTOMER'S INSTALLATION - All Customer's water service installations or

changes shall be inspected upon completion by a competent authority to ensure that the
Customer's piping, equipment, and devices have been instailled in accordance with accepted
standard practice and local laws and governmental regulations. Where municipal or other
governmental inspection is reguired by local rules and ordinances, the Company cannot render
water service until such inspection has been made and a formal notice of approval from the
inspecting authority has been received by the Company.

Not withstanding the above, the Company reserves the right to inspect the Customer’s installation
prior to rendering water service, and from time fo time thereafter, but assumes no responsibility
whatsoever for any portion thereof.

ACCESS TQ PREMISES - In accordance with Rule 25-30.320(2)(f), Florida Administrative Code,
the Customer shall provide the duly authorized agents of the Company access at all reasonable
hours to its property. If reasonable access is not provided, service may be discontinued pursuant
to the above rule.

RIGHT-OF-WAY OR EASEMENTS - The Customer shall grant or cause to be granted to the
Company, and without cost to the Company, all rights, easements, permits, and privileges which
are necessary for the rendering of water service.

CUSTOMER BILLING - Bills for water service will be rendered - Monthly, Bimonthly, or Quarterly -
as stated in the rate schedule.

In accordance with Rule 25-30.335, Florida Administrative Code, the Company may not consider
a Customer delinquent in paying his or her bill until the twenty-first day after the Company has
mailed or presented the bill for payment.

A municipal or county franchise tax levied upon a water or wastewater public Company shall not
be incorporated into the rate for water or wastewater service but shall be shown as a separate
item on the Company's bills to its Customers in such municipality or county.

If a Company utilizes the base facility and usage charge rate structure and does not have a
Commission authorized vacation rate, the Company shali bill the Customer the base facility
charge regardless of whether there is any usage.

TERMINATION QF SERVICE - When a Customer wishes to terminate service on any premises
where water service is supplied by the Company, the Company may require reasonable notice to
the Company in accordance with Rule 25-30.325, Florida Administrative Code.

PAYMENT OF WATER AND WASTEWATER SERVICE BILLS CONCURRENTLY - In
accordance with Rule 25-30.320(2)(g), Florida Administrative Code, when both water and
wastewater service are provided by the Company, payment of any water service bill rendered by
the Company to a Customer shali not be accepted by the Company without the simultaneous or
concurrent payment of any wastewater service bill rendered by the Company.

UNAUTHORIZED CONNECTIONS - WATER - Any unauthorized connections to the Customer's
water service shall be subject to immediate discontinuance without notice, in accordance with
Rule 25-30.320, Florida Administrative Code. :

METERS - All water meters shall be furnished by and remain the property of the Company and
shall be accessible and subject to its confrol, in accordance with Rule 25-30.230, Fiorida
Administrative Code.

ALL WATER THROUGH METER - That portion of the Customer's installation for water service
shall be so arranged to ensure that all water service shall pass through the meter. No temporary
pipes, nipples or spaces are permitted and under no circumstances are connections allowed
which may permit water to by-pass the meter or metering equipment.

ADJUSTMENT OF BILLS - When a Customer has been undercharged as a result of incorrect
application of the rate schedule, incorrect reading of the meter, incorrect connection of the meter,
or other similar reasons, the amount may be refunded or billed to the Customer as the case may
be pursuant to Rules 25-30.340 and 25-30.350, Florida Administrative Code.

ADJUSTMENT OF BILLS FOR METER ERROR - When meter tests are made by the
Commission or by the Company, the accuracy of registration of the meter and its performance
shall conform with Rule 25-30.262, Florida Administrative Code and any adjustment of a bill due
to a meter found to be in error as a result of any meter test performed whether for unauthorized
use or for a meter found to be fast, slow, non-registering, or partially registering, shall conform
with Rule 25-30.340, Florida Administrative Code.

METER ACCURACY REQUIREMENTS - All meters used by the Company should conform to the
provisions of Rule 25-30.262, Florida Administrative Code.

FILING OF CONTRACTS - Whenever a Developer Agreement or Contract, Guaranteed Revenue
Contract, or Special Contract or Agreement is entered intc by the Company for the sale of its
product or services in a manner not specifically covered by its Rules and Regulations or approved
Rate Schedules, a copy of such confracts or agreements shall be filed with the Commission prior
to its execution in accordance with Rule 25-9.034 and Rule 25-30.550, Florida Administrative
Code. If such contracts or agreements are approved by the Commission, a conformed copy shall
be placed on file with the Commission within- 30 days of execution.
