Size and Financing Capability

The Harbor Hills customers will be served by a large, fiscally sound company that has the
capability to finance necessary capital additions. To illustrate, as of December 31, 2009, Aqua
America had assets totaling approximately $3.8 billion, with stockholder equity of approximately
$1.1 billion. As the Commission is well aware, the need to comply with increasingly stringent
water quality and environmental standards, while rehabilitating and replacing aging
infrastructure, has created substantial demands for capital investment by water and wastewater
utilities. Aqua America has become a leader in the area of infrastructure replacement. This
undertaking is critically important, not only to assure high quality water service but also to
maintain adequate pressures for fire protection purposes.
