SUMMARY: Ru le 25-22.0406 is amended to apply to li mited proceedings for electric and gas utilities, improves 
access by the public to these proceed ings, and updates the rule to reflect current technology. 
SUMMARY OF STATEMENT OF ESTIMATED REGULATORY COSTS AND LEGISLATIVE 
RATIFICATION: 
The agency has determined that this will not have an adverse impact on small business or likely increase directly or 
indirectly regulatory costs in excess of$200,000 in the aggregate within one year after the implementation of the 
rule.

(5) All customer notices rel!arding the locations and time of anv service hearings or customer meetings 
shall be sent to the customer no less than I 0 davs. or more than 45 davs, prior to the first service hearing or customer 
meeting. 

(6) At least 7 days and not more than 20 days prior to~~ service hearing or customer meeting, the 
utility shall have published in a newspaper of general circulation in the area in which the hearing or customer 
meeting is to be held a display advertisement stating the date. time. location and purpose of the hearing or customer 
meeting. The advertisement shall be approved by the Commission~ staff prior to publication. 

(7) When the Commission issues proposed agency action and a hearing is subsequently held. the utility 
shall give written notice of the hearing to its customers at least 14 days in advance ofthe hearing. This notice shall 
be approved by the Commission ef-i.t.s staff prior to distribution. 

(8) A ftcr the Commission· s issuance of an order granting or denying a rate change, the uti I ity shall give 
notice to its customers of the order and the revised rates. The notice shall be approved in advance by the 
Commission eHt-s staff and transmitted to the customers with the first bill containing the new rates.
