ORDER APPROVING
APPOINTMENT OF ADVISORY COMMITTEE MEMBER

BY THE COMMISSION:

The Telecommunications Access System Act of 1991 (TASA), Section 427.701, Florida
Statutes, establishes a statewide telecommunications relay system. This system provides
telecommunications service for the deaf, hard of hearing, deaf/blind, or speech impaired persons
functionally equivalent to the service provided to hearing persons.

Section 427.706, Florida Statutes, provides that we shall appoint an advisory committee
of no more than 10 members to assist this Commission with the implementation of Florida’s
relay system. The TASA committee advises this Commission and the system administrator,
Florida Telecommunications Relay, Inc., on the quality and cost-effectiveness of the
telecommunications relay service and the specialized telecommunications devices distribution
system.

We have jurisdiction in this matter under Chapter 427, Florida Statutes.

Ms. Kim Schur, Director of the Center for Hearing and Communication in Ft.
Lauderdale, has served on the TASA committee for many years. Ms. Schur recently retired and
is no longer able to serve on the TASA committee. Ms. Lori Timson, President of the Deaf
Service Center Association of Florida, has recommended to the Commission that Mr. Rick
Kottler take Ms. Schur’s place on the TASA Committee. Mr. Kottler is Executive Director of
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the Deaf and Hard of Hearing Services of the Treasure Coast in Jensen Beach, Florida, and has
previously served on the TASA committee.

Accordingly, we approve Mr. Rick Kottler as a Telecommunications Access System Act
Advisory Committee member.

Based on the foregoing, it is

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that Mr. Rick Kottler is hereby
appointed to the Telecommunications Access System Act Advisory Committee. It is further

ORDERED that this docket shall remain open.

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NOTICE OF FURTHER PROCEEDINGS OR JUDICIAL REVIEW

The Florida Public Service Commission is required by Section 120.569(1), Florida
Statutes, to notify parties of any administrative hearing or judicial review of Commission orders
that is available under Sections 120.57 or 120.68, Florida Statutes, as well as the procedures and
time limits that apply. This notice should not be construed to mean all requests for an
administrative hearing or judicial review will be granted or result in the relief sought.

Mediation may be available on a case-by-case basis. If mediation is conducted, it does
not affect a substantially interested person's right to a hearing.

Any party adversely affected by this order, which is preliminary, procedural or
intermediate in nature, may request: (1) reconsideration within 10 days pursuant to Rule 25-
22.0376, Florida Administrative Code; or (2) judicial review by the Florida Supreme Court, in
the case of an electric, gas or telephone utility, or the First District Court of Appeal, in the case
of a water or wastewater utility. A motion for reconsideration shall be filed with the Office of
Commission Clerk, in the form prescribed by Rule 25-22.0376, Florida Administrative Code.
Judicial review of a preliminary, procedural or intermediate ruling or order is available if review
of the final action will not provide an adequate remedy. Such review may be requested from the
appropriate court, as described above, pursuant to Rule 9.100, Florida Rules of Appellate
Procedure.
