9 facility. The notion along with the settl enent
10 agreenment and territorial agreenent revisions
11 purport to resolve all matters in the docket.
12 | do want to nmake the Conmm ssioners aware
13 there is one correction in the staff recomrendation
14 for this item On the first line of Page 3 of the
15 recommendation, it should read "extend westerly"
16 i nstead of "extend easterly."
17 The prop- -- the parties have proposed
18 revisions to a territorial agreenent -- relate to
19 clarifying and revising the notice provisions in
20 the territorial agreenment. The settl enent
21 agreenent, in part, calls for GCEC to take over for
22 service of the lift facility, Gulf Power to renove
23 certain lines beginning at the lift facility, GCEC
24 being permtted to extend certain lines, and the
25 custoner not to be assessed additional charges
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1 resulting from GCEC t aki ng over service, and that
2 the parties agreed not to further extend lines from
3 a desi gnated demarcation point.
4 GCEC al so agrees to wwthdraw its conplaint in
5 this docket if the Conmm ssion grants the joint
6 no- -- notion in its entirety. It appears that the
7 proposed anendnents allow Gulf Power and GCEC to
8 serve their custoners in an efficient manner, and
9 t he proposed anmendnents woul d avoi d unecononic
10 duplication of facilities and woul d not cause a
11 decrease in the reliability of electric service to
12 t he custoners.
13 The joint novants state that they have worked
14 together to resolve the issues in this docket, and
15 its settlenent agreenent fairly and reasonably
16 bal ances their positons, serves best interests of
17 their custoners, and is in the public interest in
18 gener al .
19 Excuse ne. Sorry.
20 As such, it appears that the proposed
21 revisions to the territorial agreenent between CGulf
22 Power and GCEC and the settlenent can be approved
23 in the public interest.
24 In addition, if the Comm ssion grants the
25 notion, the Conm ssion should vo- -- should vacate
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1 its votes fromthe Decenber agenda because the
2 notion for summary final order would be noot with
3 the approval of the settlenent agreenent.
4 Staff as well as representatives from Gul f
5 Power and GCEC are here to answer any questions you
6 may have.
7 CHAl RVAN GRAHAM  Thank you, staff.
8 As always, it's always good when the parties
9 can get together and conme up with a solution on
10 their own. That nakes it easier for everybody
