By Order No. PSC-2018-0320-PAA-SU (Order), the Florida Public Service Commission
ordered Coastal Income Properties — Zachary Taylor LLC (Utility/Company) to notify the
Commission, in writing within 90 days of the date of the Order, that the Utility had adjusted its
books in accordance with the provisions set forth in the Commission decision.
