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Case Background 

On April 1, 20 19, Florida Power & Light Company (FPL) filed a peti tion for approval of its 
20 19 revisions to its underground residential and commercial di fferential tari ffs and associated 
charges. These tariffs represent the additional costs FPL incurs to provide underground service in 
place of overhead service in new residential subdivisions. In addition, FPL's tariff includes 
underground commercial differential charges that are applicable to commercial customers. This 
recommendation is to suspend the proposed tariff. The Commission has jurisdiction over this 
matter pursuant to Sections 366.03, 366.04, 366.05, and 366.06, F lorida Statutes (F.S .). 
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Discussion of Issues 

Issue 1 

Issue 1: Should FPL's proposed underground differential tariffs be suspended?
