RESPONSE:   

FPL leverages multiple customer touchpoints through email and social media to engage with 

existing program participants. This includes: 

 Working with the community partners (host locations) to develop exclusive program 

offers for participants such as free or discounted admissions to local area attractions such 

as zoos and museums.  Attachments 1, 2 and 3 provide examples of such events and 

programs. 

 Program participants are invited to attend community events held at the host locations 

such as ribbon-cutting ceremonies etc., that are sponsored by the program. This provides 

a unique opportunity for FPL to demonstrate the outcome that has emerged as a result of 

their continued support and to thank participants for their ongoing support. An example 

of such event- 100 Solar Tree Celebration-  can be accessed at 

https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=8dtqtoEoc6Q.
