Tampa Electric to increase my electricity rates next year.

consumers in Florida?

My income, as a 57 year old single female
who is her sole bread winnner, is at the mercy of very low unpredictable commissions AND
wavering hourly schedules which are often reduced to accommodate the desire of the
companies. | am therefore working three jobs to attempt to earn a living wage, often not
making enough for my rent let alone my energy bill. My rent recently increased over 30% in
one raise. And so | week find myself scurrying around to find a way to make some extra

money or selling items to keep my roof over my head. THIS IS REALITY here.
| cannot afford to live right now, already.
| urge you to reject these energy rate increases.
