I'm writing today to express my concerns 
about methane pollution from our utilities and to discuss how our Public Utilities Commission Fay can play a 
key role in cleaning up our grid. 

As you' re probably aware, methane has 80x the global warming effect of carbon dioxide in the short term. It 
concerns me that methane leaks from the natural gas supply chain can actually negate the environmental 
benefits of using natural gas over coal. And methane poses a safety hazard due to its explosive potential. 

As a concerned resident of the state of Florida, I think it's imperative that our utilities are held to the highest 
possible standards. We need to make sure we are doing our part to clean up this Earth responsibly. 

I urge you to take stronger action in regulating methane emissions from utilities, like imposing stricter leak 
detection standards, efficiency requirements for aging gas infrastructure, or rate-setting and rules that help 
incentivize cleaner sources of electricity. You can also impose regulations that encourage the switch from gas 
heating and cooking to electrification.
