ORDER SUSPENDING PROPOSED BATES ANP SCHEPULES 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

General Development Utilities, Inc. /Port Malabar Division 
(GDU-PM or utility) is a Class A utility located in Brevard County . 
The utility is a wholly-owned subsidiary of General Development 
Corporation . As of December 31, 1990, the utility had 13,681 water 
customers and 5,963 wastewater customers. 

On January 3, 1992, the utility filed its application for a 
rate i ncrease. We determined t hat the utility's filing did not 
meet the minimum filing requirements because the utility faile d to 
include all required information . On January 16, 1 992 , the utility 
submitted additional data, and that date was established as the 
official date of filing. The test year, for final r a t e 
determination, is the projected twelve-month period ended December 
31 , 1991. The interim test period is the twelve month period e nded 
December 31 , 1990 . The utility has requested that this case be 
scheduled for a formal hearing , and has not filed t he rate case 
pursuant to the proposed agency action process, s et for t h in 
Section 367 .081(8), Florida Statutes . GDU-PM ' s request for interim 
water and wastewater rates will be considered separatel:• , at a 
later date. 

Pursuant to Secti~n 367 . 081(6) , Florida Statutes, the utility 
may implement its proposed rates within sixty days of filing unless 
the Commission first acts to withhold consent to those rat- es . 
Further, the above referenced s tatute permits the proposed rates to 
go into effect , under bond, eight months after filing unless final 
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action has been t aken by the Commission. According to our initial 
review of the filing, the utility has made substantial changes to 
its plant since its last rate case . In addition, the utility has 
proposed numerous adjustments to the r ate base and operating 
statements . Upon consideration of the above, we find it reasonable 
and necessary to require further amplification, explanation and 
cross-examination of the data filed by the utility, as we ll as 
additional andjor corroborative data. We, therefore , find it 
appropriate to suspend the ~roposed rates and schedules. 

It is, therefore, 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission tha t the 
rates and schedules proposed by General Development Utilit ies , Inc . 
are hereby suspended in accordance with Section 367 . 081( 6) , Florida 
Statutes.
