24877 , a s well as any rules developed during the AAV rulemaking 
process. 

If there is no protest to this proposed agency action order 
granting Commercial Communica t ions a certificate to provide 
a l ternate access vendor services , this docket s hall be closed .

Any objection or protest filed in this docket before the 

issuance date of this order is cons i dered abandoned unless i t 
satisfies the foregoing conditions and is renewed within the 
specified protest period. 

If this order be comes final and effective on the date 

described above, any party adversely a ffected may request judicial 

review by the Florida Suprene Court in the case of an e lectric, gas 

or telephone utility or by the First District Court of Appeal in 
the case of a water or wastewater utility by filing a notice of 

appeal with the Director, Division o f Records a nd Reporting and 
filing a copy of the notice of appeal and the filing fee with the 
appropriate court . This filing must be completed within thirty 
(30) days of tie effective date of this order, pursuant to Rule 
9 . 110, Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. The notice of appeal 

must be in the form speci fied in Rul e 9 . YOO (a), Flo r l da Rules of 
Appellate Procedure.
