PPROVI NG TARI F 

On February 26 , 1992 , GTE Florida I ncorpora t ed (GTE) fil e d a 

tariff amendment propos ing to restructure the Mee t -Me-Conference 
service . This is a bridging service allowing GTE to provide the 
bridging with the c us t omer ' s carrier ot choice . The bridge the n 

links the calls to prov1de con t erence service . Various 
per muta t ions of the serv1ce are available . These permutations 
i nc lude Unattended Meet-Me-Conference which allows the c ustomer to 
handle the call; Operator Controlled t1eet-He-confer e nce wh ich 
allows the operator to field i ncoming calls a nd assign con ferees to 

their respective ports; and Enhanced Services which offers options 
such as notificatio n , monitoring, time and c harges , and tape 
r ecording . 

The t ariff amendment filed by GTE proposes to re~tructure the 

c urrent Meet-tote-Conference Service offering. Changes include a 
standard r a t e period and an economy rate p e riod f o r Unattended 
Meet-Me-Co nference ; the addition of Broadcast Confe rence , 1s well 

as , cancella t ion po licy c hances . 

GTE per for med a cost s tudy tha t examined all cos ts associated 

with the basic and e nhanced Confere nces Services . The study 
gathe r ed information of capital costs for operator system , curr ~nt 

equ i pment a nd general services purposed computers a s sociated with 

the service . 

Based on t h is s tudy the new r a t es appea r to cover the c ost of 
the serv ice . 

Based on the f oregoi ng, it is 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that the 
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proposed tariff filing by GTE Florida Incorporated t o restructure 
the Meet-Me-Conference Service is hereby approved. It is further 

ORDERED that any protest of this Order shall be filed pursuant 
to t he requirements set forth below. It is further 

ORDERED that if a timely protest is filed, the restructured 
tariff shall remain i n effect with any inc rease i n revenue held 
subject to refund. It is further 

ORDERED that if no timely protest is filed, this docket s hall 
be closed at the conclusion of the protes t pe riod .
