ORDER INDICATING THE NONJURISQICTIONAL 
STATUS OF GULF POWER COMPANY 

BY THE COJIUHSSION : 

Gulf Power Company (Gulf Power) is an electric utility that 
provides electrical service to res i d e nts of Escambia County and 
surrounding counties withi n the State of Florida. The Christ 
Electric Generation Plant provides a portion of Gulf Power ' s 
generating capacity for Escambia and surrounding counties . Water 
is provided to the electric generation plant by Gulf Power through 
an on-site wate r plant . 

On March 5 , 1992 , Gulf Power filed an application f or 
recogni t ion of nonjurisdictional s t atus pursuant to Section 
367 . 021( 12 ), Florida Statutes. Ms. Rachael L. Al len , Associate 
Environmental Affairs Specialist, i s the contact person for Gulf 
Power and the mailing address is Post Office Dox 1151, Pensacola, 
Florida 32520-1151 . 

Upon r equest a nd sufficient proof, the Commission will iss ue 
a n order i nd icating the non jurisdictional or e xempt status of water 
o r wast ewat e r facilities if they qua lify under the appropr iate 
provision of Cha pte r 367 , Florida Statutes . The application 
s ubmitted by Gulf Power s t a t es that: the utility will provide water 
service sol ely to the Christ Electric Generating Plant ; there is no 
c harge for providing this utility service; and all costs of 
providing service arc treated or recovered as operational expenses . 

According to Sect ion 367 . 021( 12 ), Florida Statutes , 11 utility 
mea ns a water or wastewa t er utili ty and except as provided in 
Section 367 . 022, includes every person, lessee, trustee, or 
receiver own ing , operating , managing or controlling a syst em, or 
proposing construction of a system, who is providing or proposes to 
provide wate r or wastewater service to the public for 
compensation .~~ 

Because Gulf Power will not be providing water service to the 
public for compensation on the facts as r e presented , we find that 
Gulf Power is not a water utility purs ua nt t o Section 367.021(12) , 
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Florida Statutes . However , should there be any chang e in 
circumstances o r method of operation , the owner of Gul f Power or 
any successo r in interest, must intorm the Commission wi th in 30 
days of such change s o that we may review tho ma tte r t o d e t ermine 
whether non j urisd ictional status is s till appropri~te . 

Based on the foregoing , it is therefore , 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that, based 
upon the facts as represented , Gulf Power Company, located at 500 
Bayfront Parkway, Pensacola, Florida 32520 , is not a water utility 
subject to th is Commission' s j ur isdict ion pursuant to the terms of 
Sectio n 367.021(12), Florida Statutes. It is further 

ORDERED t hat should there be any c hange in circumstances o r 
method of operation , Gulf Power Company or its s uccessor (s) in 
interest, shall inform this Commission with i n 30 days of such 
c ha nge . It is further 

ORDERED that this docket be closed .

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NOTICE OF FURTHER PROCEEQINGS OR JUDICIAL REVIEW 

The Florida Public Service Commission is required by Section 
120 . 59(4) , Florida Statutes , to notify pa rties of any 
administrative hear i ng or judicial review of Commis~ion orders that 
is available unde r Sec tions 120 . 57 or 120 . 68, Florida Statutes, as 
well as the procedures and time limits that apply. This notice 
s hould not be construed to mean all requests for an administrative 
hearing or judicial review will be granted or result in the relief 
sought . 

Any party adversely affected by the Commission ' s final aclion 
in this matter may request: 1) r econsideration of the decision by 
filing a motion for reconsideration with the Director, Division of 
Records a nd Reporting within fifteen (15) days of the issuance of 
this order in the form prescribed by Rule 25-22 . 060 , Florida 
Administrative Code ; or 2) judicial review by the Florida Supreme 
Court i n the case of a n electric , gas or tel~phone utility or the 
First District Court or Appeal in the case ot a water or sewer 
utility by filing a notice of appeal with the Director, Division of 
Records and Reporting and filing a copy of the notice of appeal and 
the filing fee \vith the appropriate court . This filing must be 
completed within thirty (JO) days aftet the issuance of this order , 
pursuant to Rule 9 . 110 , Florida Rules of Civil Procedure . The 
notice of appeal must be in the form specified in Rule 9 . 900 (a), 
Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. 
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
