Notice is hereby given by the Florida Public Service Commiss i~n 

that the action discussed herein is preliminary in nature and wil l 
be come final unless a person ~o•hose interests arc s ubstantially 
a f f ected files a petition for formal proceeding purs uant t o Ru l e 
25- 22 .029, Florida Administrative Code . 

Host Communications Corp . d/b/a HCC Communications Corp. fi led 
an application for an interexchange ccrtif~cate on September 4, 
1991 . The application contained the required background 
information , its proposed tariff, and indicated the company would 
also be providing alternative operator services (AOS) . Afte r 
having considered lhe application, it appears that the Company i s 
technically capable of providing service . Upon review, we f i nd 
that it is in the public interest to grant a cet tifica te to Host 
Communicationg Corp. d/b/a HCC Communications Corp., and it i s our 
intention to grant the certificate. Interexchange carriers (IXCs) 
are subject to tho provisions of Rules 25-24.4 5 5 through 25-24.4 95 , 
Florida Administative Code . Additionally, by Order No. 16804, 
issued November 4 , 1986, lXCs are prohibited from construct i ng 
facilities to bypass a local exchange company without express prior 
approval from the Commission . Further, AOS providers are bound by 
our decisions in Dockt t No . 871394-TP, including, but not limite d 
to Order No. 20489, issued December 21, 1988 . 
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Based on the foregoing, it is 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that the 
application of Host Communications Corp. d/bfa HCC Communica~ions 

Corp. for a certificate to provide intrastaLe interexchange 
telecommunications service and alternative operator services is 
granted as set forth in the body of this order. It is further 

ORDERED that the effective date of the certific3te is the first 
working day following the date specified below, if there is no 
protest to the proposed agency action within the time trame se t 

forth below. If there is no such protest this docket shall be
