Call Home America, Inc . filed an application for an 
interexchange certificate on April 13, 1992. The application 
contained the required background information and its proposed 
tariff. After having considered the application, it appears that 
the Company is technically capable of providing service. Upon 
review , we find that i t is in the public interest to grant a 
certificate to Call Horne America, Inc., and it is our intention to 
grant the certificate. Interexchange carriers (IXCs) are subject 
to the provisions of Rules 25-24.455 through 25-24 . 495, Florida 
Administrative Code. Additionally, by Order No. 16804, IXCs are 
prohibited from constructing facilities to bypass a local exchange 
company without express prior approval from the Commission. 

Based on the foregoing, it is 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that the 
application of Call Home America, Inc. for a certificate to provide 
intrastate interexchango telecommunications service is granted as 
set forth in the body of this order. It is further 
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ORDERED that the effective date of the certificate is th~ date 
specified below, provided there is no protest to this proposed 
agency action within the t ime frame set forth below.
