In Order No. PSC-92-0627-PCO-EQ, issued July 7, 1992, we set 
discovery guidelines for the parties in this docket, but did not 
address the questions of where documents should be produced. 

On July 17, 1992, the Legal Environmental Assistance 
Foundation, Incorporated (LEAF) and Deborah Evans (Evans) filed a 
motion for reconsideration and for clarification , requesting that 
~e direct FPL to produce documents in Tallahassee. On July 20 , 
1992 , Florida Power and Light Company (FPL) filed its response to 
LEAF's motion. 

In its response FPL represent~ that the documentn in quest1on 
consist of some 15-20,000 pages, which would cost $1 , 500 to $2,000 
to copy, and an estimated $800 to ship . 

Because of the volul':\inous nature of the documents to be 
produced , we will not require that they be delivered to LEAF 1n 
Tallahassee. Under the circumstances here, we believe it would be 
more reasonable for FPL to make the documents available for 
inspection at its place of business, during normal business hours .

ORDERED that the Motion for Reconsideration and Clarification 
filed by the Legal Environmental Assistance Foundation, 
Incorporated on July 17, 1992, is hereby denied.
