This notice should not be construed to mean all requests for an admi nistrativa hearing or judicial review will be granted or result in the relief sought. 

Any party adversely af f ected by this order, which is preliminary, procedural or intermediate in nature, m~y request: (1 ) 
reconsideration within 10 days pursuant to Rule 2 5-22.038 (2), 
Florida Administrative Code, if issued by a Prehearing Of f i cer; (2) 
reconsideration within 15 days pursuant to Rule 25 -22.060, Florida Administrative Code, is issued by the Commiss ion; or (3) judicial review by the Florida Supreme Court, in the case of an electric, 
gas or telephone utility, or the First District Court of Appe al, in the case of a water or wastewater utility. A motion for 
reconsideration shall be filed with the Director, Division of Records and Reporting, in the form prescribed by Rule 2 5- 22.060, Florida Administrative Code. Judicial review of a preliminary, 
procedural or intermediate ruling or order is available if review of the final action will not provide an adequate remedy. Such review may be requested from the appropriate court, as de scribed above, pursuant to Rule 9.100, Florida Rules of Appe llate 
Procedure. 
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
