STATUS 
OF THE CHILDREN'S FARM AND CLOS I NG DOCKET 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

On September 3, 1992, The Children's Fa r m f ile d a n application 
with this Commission for recognition of nonjur i sdictiona l sta t us , 
pursuant to Section 367 .021(12), Florida Statutes . The Ch ildr e n 's 
Farm is a child care center located in Bradf or d County , Florida. 
Ms . Irene Combass, Owner, filed the applica tion on beha l f of The 
Children's Farm. 

Upon request and sufficient proof, the Commiss i on will i ssue 
an orde r indicating the nonjurisdictiona l or exe mpt status of wa t e r 
or wastewa ter s ystems if they qua lify under the appropriate 
provision o f Chapte r 3 67, Florida St a tutes . According to the 
application, water is prov ided only t o the c hild car e cent e r , t her e 
is no charge for providing the service , and all costs of provi ding 
service are tre ated or recovered as oper ationa l e xpens es . 

Section 367.021(12), Florida Statutes , sta t es t hat a "util i ty 
means a water or wastewate r utility and except a s provided i n 
Section 367.022, includes ev ery p e r son , l e ssee, t rus tee , or 
r e ceive r owni ng, operating, ma naging o r controlling a s yst em, or 
proposing construct ion o f a system, wh o i s providi ng or prop oses t o 
prov ide wa ter or wastewater serv ice t o the public for 
compensation." 

Because The Children's Farm wi l l not be p roviding wat er 
s e rvic e to the public for compe n s ation b a s ed on the fact s as 
represented, we find that it is not a utility pursua nt t o Sect ion 
367.021 ( 1 2 ), Florida Statutes. Howe v er, should the r e be any change 
in circumstances or me thod of operation, the owner of Children 's 
Farm or any succe ssors in interest, mus t inform the Commi ssion 
within 30 d a y s of such change s o tha t we may r eview t h e matter to 
d e ter mine whe ther nonjurisdi ctional s t a tus is s t il l appropr i ate . 
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It is, therefore, 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission, based upon 
the facts as represented, Children's Farm, Route 3, Box 1115, 
Starke, Florida 32091, is not a water utility subject to this 
Commission's jurisdiction, pursuant to the provisions of Section 
367.021(12), Florida Statutes. It is further 

ORDERED that should there be any change in circumstances or 
method of operation, the owner of The Children's Farm or any 
suc~essors in interest, shall inform this Commission within 30 days 
of such a change so that we may re-evaluate the child care center's 
nonjurisdictional status. It is further 

ORDERED that Docket No. 920898-WU is hereby closed.

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NOTICE OF FURTHER PROCEEDINGS OR JUDICIAL REVIEW 

The Florida Public Service Commission is required by Section 
120.59(4), Florida Statutes, to notify parties of any 
administrative hearing or judicial review of Commission orders that 
is available under Sections 120.57 or 120.68, Florida Statutes, as 
well as the procedures and time limits that apply. This notice 
should not be construed to mean all requests for an administrative 
hearing or judicial review will be granted or result in the relief 
sought. 

Any party adversely affected by the Commission's final action 
in this matter may request: 1} reconsideration of the decision by 
filing a motion for reconsideration with the Director, Division of 
Records and Reporting within fifteen (15) days of the issuance of 
this order in the form prescribed by Rule 25-22.060, Florida 
Administrative Code; or 2) judicial review by the Florida Supreme 
Court in the case of an electric, gas or telephone utility or the 
First District Court of Appeal in the case of a water or sewer 
utility by filing a notice of appeal with the Director, Division of 
Records and Reporting and filing a copy of the notice of appeal and 
the filing fee with the appropriate court. This filing must be 
completed within thirty (30) days after the issuance of this order, 
pursuant to Rule 9. 110, Florida Rules of Civil Procedure. The 
notice of appeal must be in the form specified in Rule 9.900 (a), 
Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure.
