ORDER ESTABLISHING PROCEDURE 

Pursuant to the Objections filed by the City of Eustis, the 
City of Mt . Dora , and approxi mately twenty-seven residents of the 
Country Club of Mt. Dora to the application for amendment of 

certificates filed by JJ's Mobile Homes, Inc . on December 7 , 1992 , 
this matter is currently set for an administrative hearing. 

The scope of this proceeding shall be based upon the issues 
raised by the parties and Commission staff (staff) up to and during 

the prehearing conference, unless modified by the Commission. The 
hearing will be conducted according to the provisions of Chapter 
120, Florida Statutes, and the rules of this Commission. 

Discovery 

a. When discovery requests are served and the respondent 

intends to object to or ask for clarification of the discovery 
request, the objection or request for clarification shall be madP 
within ten days of service of the discovery request . This 

procedure is intended to reduce delay in resolving discovery 
disputes . 

b. The hearing i n this docket is set fo r April 26, 1993. 
Unless authorized by the Prehearing Officer for good cause shown , 
all discovery shall be completed by April 19, 1993 . Al l 

interrogatories, requests for admissions, and requests for 
production of documents shall be numbered sequentially in order to 
facilitate their identification. The discovery requests will be 
numbered sequentially within a set and any subsequent discovery 

requests will continue the sequential numbering system . Unless 
subsequently modified by the Prehearing Officer, the following 
s hall apply: interrogatories , including all subparts, shall be 
limited to 50, and requests for production of documents, including 

all subparts, shall be limited to 25. 

c. Any information provided pursuant to a discovery request 
for which proprietary confidential business information s tatus is 
requested shall be treated by the Commission and the parties as 
confidenLial . The information shall be exempt from Section 
119. 07 ( 1) , Florida Statutes, pending a formal ruling on such 
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request by the Commission , or upon the return of the information to 
the person providing the information. If no determination of 

confidentiality has been made and the information has not been made 

a part of the evidentiary record in the proceeding, it shall be 

returned expeditiously to the person providing the information. If 

a determination of confidentiality has been made and the 

information was not entered into the record of the proceeding, it 

shall be returned to the person providing the information within 

the time period set forth in Section 367.156 , Florida Statutes . 

Diskette Filings 

See Rule 25-22.028(1), Florida Administrative Code, for the 

requirements of filing on diskette for certain utiliti@s. 

Prefiled Testimony and Exhibits 

Purs uant to Rule 25-22.048 , Florida Administrative Code , each 

party shall prefile, in writing, all testimony that it intends to 

sponsor . Such testimony s hall be typed on 8 1/ 2 inc h x 11 inch 

transcript-quality paper, double spaced, with 25 numbered !ines , on 

consecutively numbered pages, with left margins sufficient to al low 
for binding (1.25 inches). 

Each exhibit inte nded to support a witness • prefiled testiPony 

shall be attached to that witness • testimony when filed, identified 

by his or her initials, and consecutively nur.,bered beginni ng wit h 

1. All other known exhibits shall be marked f or identification at 

the prehearing conference . After an opportunity for opposing 

parties to object to introduction of the exhibits and to cross­

examine the witness sponsoring them, exhibits may be offered into 

evidence at the hearing . Exhibits accepted into evidence at the 

hearing shall be numbered sequentially . The pages of each exhibit 

shall also be numbered sequentially prior to filing wi th the 

Commission . 

An original and 12 copies of all testimony and exhibits shall 

be prefiled with the Director, Division of Records and Reporting b y 
the close of business, which is 4:45p . m., on the date d ue. A copy 

of all prefiled testimony and exhibits shall be served by mail or 

hand delivery to all other parties and staff no later than the date 

filed with the Commission. Failure of a party to timely prefile 

e xhibits and testimony from any witness in accordance with the 

foregoing requirements may bar admission of s uch exhibits and 
testimony. 
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Prehearing Statement 

Pursuant to Rule 25-22.038(3}, Florida Administrative Code, a 
prehearing statement shall be required of all parties in this 
docket. Staff will also file a prehearing statement. The original 
and 12 copies of each prehearing statement shall be prefiled with 
the Director of the Division of Records and Reporting by the close 
of business, which is 4:45p.m. , on the date due. A copy of the 
prehearing statement shall be served on all other parties and staff 
no later than the date it is f iled with the Commission . Failure of 
a party to timely file a prehearing statement shall be a waiver of 
a ny issue not raised by other parties or by the Commission. In 
addition, such failure spall preclude the party from presenting 
testimony in support of its position. Such prehearing statements 
shall set forth the following information in the sequPnce listed 
below. 

(a} the name of all known witnesses that may be called by the 
party, and the subject matter of their testimony; 

(b) a description of all known exhibits that may be used by 
the party, whether they may be identifie d on a c..omposite 
basis, and the witness sponsoring each ; 

(c) a statement of basic position in the proceeding; 

(d) a statement of each question o f fact the part y 
considers at issue, the party's positiu n on each such 
issue, and which of the party's witnesses will address 
the issue; 

(e) a statement of each question of la\v the party 
considers at issue and the party ' s position on each such 
issue; 

(f) a statement of each policy question the party 
considers at issue , the party's position on each s uc h 
issue , and which of the party ' s witnesses will address 
the issue; 

(g) a statement of issues that have been stipulated to 
by the parties; 

(h) a statement of all pending motions or other matters 
- the party seeks action upon; and 
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(i) a statement as to any requirement set forth in this 
order that cannot be complied with, and the reasons 
therefore . 

Prehearing Conference 

A prehearing conference will be held in this docket at the 
Fletcher Building , 101 East Gai nes Street, Tallahassee, Florida . 
The conditions of Rule 25- 22.038 (5) (b), Florida Administrative 
Code , shall be observed. Any party who fails to attend the 
prehearing conference, unless excused by the Prehearing Officer, 
will have waived all issues and positions raised in that party's 
prehearing statement. 

Prehearing Procedure : Waiver of Issues 

Any issue not ra ised by a party prior to the issuance of the 
prehearing order shall be waived by that party, except for good 
cause shown. A party seeking to raise a ne\v issue after the 
issuance of the prehearing order s hall demonstrate that: it was 
unable to identify the issue because of the complexity of the 
matter; discovery or other prehearing procedures were not adequate 
to fully develop the issue ; due diligence was exercised to obtain 
facts touching on the issue ; information obtained subsequent to the 
issuance of the prehearing order was not previously availabl e to 
e nable the party to identify the iss ue; and introduction of the 
iss ue could not be to the prejudice or surprise of any party . 
Specific reference shall be made to the infot mation received , and 
how it enabled the party to identify the issue. 

Unless a matter is not at issue for that party , each party 
shall diligently e ndeavor i n good faith to take a position on each 
issue prior to issuance of t he prehearing order . Wh e n a party is 
unable to take a position on a n issue , it shall bring that fact to 
the attention of the Prehearing Officer . If the Prehear~ng Office r 
finds that the party has acted diligently and in good faith to t ake 
a position, and further finds that the party ' s failure to take a 
position will not prejudice other parties or confuse the 
proceeding, the party may ma i ntain "no position at this time" prior 
to hearing and thereafter identify its position in a post-hearing 
statement of issues . In the absence of such a finding by the 
Prehearing Officer, the party shall have waived the entire issue. 
When an issue and position have been properly identified, any party 
may adopt that issue and position in its post-hearing statement.

Use of Confidential Information At Hearing 

It is the policy of this Commission that all Commission 
hearings be open to the public at all times . The Co mmission also 
recognizes its obligation pursuant t o Section 367 . 156 , Florida 
Statutes , to protect proprietary confidential business information 
from disclosure outside the proceeding . Any party wis~ing to use 
any proprietary confidential business information, as that term is 
defined in Section 367.156 , Florida Statutes , shall notify the 
Prehearin g Officer and all parties of record by the time of the 
Prehearing Conference, or if not known at that time, no later than 
seven (7} days prior to the beginning of the hearing. The notice 
shall include a procedure to assure that the confidential na ture of 
the information is preserved as required by statute. Failure of 
a ny party to comply with the seven day requirement described above 
shall be grounds to deny the party the opportunity to present 
evidence which is proprietary confidential business information. 
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When confidential information is used in the hearing, parties 
must have copies for the Commissioners, necessary staff, and the 
Court Reporter , in envelopes clearly marked with the nature of the 
contents. Any party wishing to examine the confidential material 
that is not subject to an order granting confidentiality shall be 
provided a copy in the same fashion as provided to the 
Commissioners, subject to execution of any appropriate protective 
agreement with the owner of the material. Counsel and witnesses 
are cautioned to avoid verbalizing confidential information in such 
a way that would compromise the confidential information. 
Therefore, confidential information should be presented by written 
exhibit when reasonably possible to do so . At the conclusion of 
that portion of the hearing that involves confidential information, 
all copies of confidential exhibits shall be returned to the 
proffering party. If a confidential exhibit has been admitted into 
evidence, the copy provided to the Court Reporte r shall be retained 
in the Division of Rec ords and Reporting ' s confidential files. 

Post-hearing procedures 

Rule 25-22 . 056(3) (a), Florida Administrative Code , requires 
each party to file a post- hearing statement of issues and 
positions . You must include in that statement, a summa ry of each 
position of no more than 50 words, marked with an asterisk. In the 
absence of the summary statement, the prehearing pos ition on tha t 
issue will be used in the staff recommendation . The rule als o 
provides that any issue or position not inr luded in the po s t ­
hearing statement is considered waived. If a party ' s pos ition has 
not changed since the prehearing order was issued, the post-hearing 
statement can simply restate the prehearing position . 

All post-hearing memoranda, including findings of fact, 
conclusions of law, statement of issues and positions, and briefs, 
shall total no more than 50 pages, and shall be filed 
simultaneously. Arguments in briefs must be identifi~d by issue 
number . Proposed findings of fact and conclusions of law are n ot 
required . However, if proposed findings of fact are submitted, 
e ach one must cite to the record, identifying transcript page and 
line . All proposed findings of fact which relate to a particular 
issue shall be grouped together and shall identi f y the iss ue numbe r 
to which they relate. Each proposed finding of f act s h a ll be 
separately and consecutively numbered. Any writte n stateme nt which 
i s not clearly designated as a proposed finding of fact shall be 
considered to be legal argument rather than a proposed finding of 
fact·.

NOTICE OF FURTHER PROCEEDINGS OR JUDICIAL REVIEW 

The Florida Public Service Commission is required by Section 
120 . 59(4} , Florida Statutes, to notify parties of any 
administrative hearing or judicial review of Commission orders that 
is available under Sections 120 . 57 or 120.68, Florida Statutes, as 
well as the procedures and time limits that apply . This notice 
should not be construed to mean all requests for an admin ' strative 
hearing or judicial review will be granted or result in the rel i ef 
sought . 

Any party adversely affected by this nrder , which is 
preliminary , procedural or intermediate in nature , may request : 1) 
reconsideration within 10 days pursuant to Rule 25-22 . 038(2}, 
Florida Administrative Code , if issued by a Prehearing Officer ; 2} 
reconsideration within 15 days pursuant to Rule 25 - 22 . 060, Florida 
Administrative Code, if issued by the Commission ; or 3} judicial 
review by the Florida Supreme Court, in the case of o n electric , 
gas or telephone utility, or the First District Court of Appeal, in 
the case of a water or wastewater utility . A motion for 
reconsideration shall be filed with the Director , Division of 
Records and Reporting, in the form prescribed by Rule 25-22 . 060, 
Florida Administrative Code . Judicial review of a prcliminnry, 
procedural or intermediate ruling or order is available if review 
of the final action will not provide an adequate remedy . Such 
review may be requested from the appropriate court, as described 
above , pursuant to Rule 9.100, Florida Rules of Appellate 
Procedure . 
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
