Moreover, pursuant to the provia iona of Order 

No. 16804, intarexcha.nqe telecommunications servicea providers are 

prohibited froa conatructinq facilities to bypass a local exchanqe 

company vitbout express prior approval froa this Commission. 
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Thia docket vill be closed followinq the expiration C'f the 

period apecified in the Notice of Further Proceedings or Judicial 

Raviev aection of thia Ordar unless an appropriate petition, 
proteating the application, is filed by one whose aubstantial 

interesta aay or vill be affected by thia proposed aqency action , 

as provided in Rules 25-22.029 and 25-22.036(7) (a), Florida 

Administrative COde.
