ORDER GRAHTING REQUEST FOR SPECIFIED CONFIDENTIAL 
CLASSIFICATION OF DOCQMENT NOS. 6186-94 AND 5087-94 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

Docket No. 940567-TL vas initiated pursuant to Resolution No. 
R-664-94 aubmitted by the Dade County Commission requestinq 
extended area aervice (EAS) countywide within Dade County and EAS 
from all of Dade County to all of Broward County. Docket No. 
940568-TL vaa initiated pursuant to Resolution No. 94-447 aubmitt ed 
by the Broward County Commission requestinq extended area aervice 
(EAS) countywide within Broward County and EAS from all of Broward 
County to all of Dade County. 

All of the exchangea within Dade County (Homestead, Miami, 
North Dade and Perrine) and Broward County (Coral Sprinqs, 
Deerfield Beach, rt. Lauderdale, Hollywood, North Dade (pocket), 
and Pompano Beach) are aerved by BellSouth Telecommunications, Inc . 
d/b/a Southern Bell Telephone and Telegraph Company (Southern 
Bell). All of theae excbangea are located in the Southeast LATA 
(local accasa transport area) • 

On May 18, 1994, the Commiaaion ataff requested froa southern 
Bell data re(jJardin(jJ COIIUiunity of interest factora for certain 
intercounty and intracounty routea in Dade and Broward Counties. 
On Kay 24, 1994, Southern Bell produced the data, which ia Document 
No. 5087-94, to ataff aubject to a Notice of Intent. On June 13, 
1994, the Commission ataff requested additional information to 
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update the original inforaation. On June 22, 1994 , Southern Bell 
filed the updated data, which ia Document No. 6186-94, along with 
a Requaat for Confidential Classification (Request) of certain 
portiona of the data. The Request has not been opposed by any 
party to this proceeding. 

Pursuant to Section 119.01, Florida Statutes, documents 
submitted to this Commission are public recorda. The only 
exemptions to this law are specific statutory exemptions and 
exemptions granted by governmental agencies pursuant to the 
specific terma of a statutory provision. 

Pursuant to the provisions of Section 364.183, Florida 
Statutes, and Rule 25-22.006, Florida Administrative Code, the 
Company baa the burden of demonstrating that the materials qualify 
for specified confidential classification. According to Rule 25-
22.006, Florida Administrative Code, the Company aust aeet this 
burden by demonstrating that the materials fall into one of the 
statutory examples set forth in Section 364.183, Florida Statutes, 
or by demonstrating that the information is proprietary 
confidential business information, the disclosure of which will 
cause the Company or ita ratepayers harm. 

The information for which Southern Bell has requested 
specified confidential treatment consists of community of interest 
factors which is like other traffic data in that the information 
essentially provides a blueprint of the toll usage over these 
various routes. The data for which Southern Bell seeks 
confidential classification is found on pages 1-2, lines 1-42 of 
Exhibit B of Southern Bell's request. Such information also 
contains data that indicates which routes contain the aost 
concentrated traffic. southern Bell uses this information to plan 
ita network deployaent baaed on traffic demand over the respective 
toll route. According to Southern Bell, with the advent of 
intraLATA toll competition as of January 1, 1992, such data, if 
disclosed, would give other providers an unfair competitive 
advantage in that they would be able to determine the aost 
profitable toll routes (those with the aoat concentrated traffic) 
and target their aa.rketing efforts accordingly. Southern Bell 
arquea that the resulting decrease in toll revenues would 
ultiaately vork to the detriaent of ita ratepayers. 

Southern Bell state• that the information for which 
confi dential treataent is requested is intended to be and is 
treated as confidential by Southern Bell and baa not been disclosed 
to the public. 
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Opon review, I find that the data identified above is 
proprietary confidential business information purauant to Section 
364.183, Florida Statutea. Aa such, it ahall be kept confidential 
and &ball be exempt f roa Section 119.07(1), Florida Statutes. 

I note that there appeara to be aome diacrepancy between the 
date the original data was filed and the time the request ahould 
have been filed. The request for the original aaterial technically 
ahould have been filed 21 daya after the notice of intent was 

· filed, or June 14th. However, on June 13th the Commission ataff 
requested updated data of the aame material from Southern Bell. 
Southern Bell promptly tiled the updated material and the request 
for both document a on June 22nd. Staff' a additional request 
appears to have caused Southern Bell aome confusion aa to when to 

file the requeat for the original aaterial. In thia instance, I 
find good cauae to allow the request to cover both documents . 
However, Southern Bell ia hereby cautioned that each aubmiaaion for 
which confidentiality ia aouqht ahould atrictly comply with the 

provisions of Rule 25-22.006, Florida Administr ative Code. 

Baaed on the foregoing, it is 

ORDERED by Commiasioner Julia L. Johnson, as Preheari nq 
Officer, that the Request for Confidential Classification of the 
information identified in the body of this Order, filed by 

BellSouth Telecommunications, Inc. d/b/a Southern Bell Telephone 
and Telegraph Company is hereby granted for the reasons aet forth 

herein. It ia further 

ORDERED that pursuant to Section 364.183, Florida Statutes, 

and Rule 25-22.006, Florida Administrative Code, any 

confidentiality granted to the documents specified herein shall 
expire eighteen (18) aontha froa the date of iasuance of thia Order 
in the abs ence of a renewed request for confidentiality pursuant to 

Section 364.183. It ia further 

ORDERED that thia Order will be the only notification by the 
COmmiaaion to the partie• concerning the expiration of the 
confidentiality period.

NOTICE OF FQRTHER PROCEEDINGS OR J UDICIAL REVIEW 

The Florida Public Service Commission is required by Section 

120.59(4), Florida Statutes, to notify parties of any 
administrative hearinq or judicial review of Commission orders that 

is available under Sections 120 .57 or 12 0 . 68, Florida Statutes, as 
well as the procedures and time limits that apply. This notice 

should not be construed to mean all requests for an administrative 
hearing or j udicial review will be granted or result in the relief 
sought. 

Any party adversely affected by this order, which is 

preliminary, procedural or intermediate in nature, may request: (1) 

reconsideration within 10 days pursuant to Rule 25-22.038 (2), 
Florida Administrative Code, if issued by a Prehearing Offic er; (2) 
reconsideration within 15 days pursua nt to Rule 25-22. 060, Florida 
Administrative Code, if issued by the Commission; or (3) judicial 

review by the Florida Supreme Court, in the case of an electric, 
qas or telephone utility, or the First District Court of Appeal, in 
the case of a water or wastewater utility. A motion f or 
reconsideration shall be filed with the Director, Division of 
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Recorda and Reporting, in the form prescribed by Rule 25-22.060, 

Florida Administrative Code. Judicial review of a preliminary, 
procedural or interaediate ruling or order is available if review 

of the final action will not provide an adequate remedy. Such 
review aay be requasted froa the appropriate court, as described 
above, pursuant to Rule 9.100, Florida Rules of Appellate 

Procedure. 
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
