STAPF Ml\LXSIS; Pursuant t !> Section 364.28 5, F"lorida Statutes, 
the Co~~~miesion may i mpose a f i ne o r cancel a certif icate if a 
company refuses t o comply wi th Commission rules. Rule 25- 24. 474, 
Florida Administrative Code, establishes the requirements for 
cancellation of an i nterexchange company (IXC) certif i c ate. The 
r ule provides for t he commission t o cancel a certificate on i t s own 
motion for v iolation of Commission Rules and Orders . 

Pursuant to Rules 25- 24.480(3) (a) and (b), Florida 
Administrative Code, each company is allowed 10 days after a change 
occurs to file updated information ind icating any ch~ngca in the 
certificate holder ' s address (including street name and address, 
poat office box, city) telephone number and any change in the name 
and address of the individual who i s serv1ng as primary l1aison 
wi th the Commission. 

Hail sent t o the companies listed has been r eturned 
mul tiple times to Records and Report ing with responses from the 
Post Office saying eithur "Return t o Sender", "Addressee Unknown" 
or "Attempted Unknown." The phone n<.~mber-s li:~ted in the Has ter­
Commission Directory for the companies have been disconnected and 
Directory Assistance has no list ing f or them. 

The companies have failed to comply with Rul~s 25 -
24.480(3) (a) and (b), Florida Admi nistrative Code, in that they 
have not filed with sta( f the change in mailing addr ess, lia1son 
i nformat ion etc., within 10 days aft er the change occurred. 

Staff has attempted to contact the providers via 
telephone without success . 

It has been well over 10 days and staff has not been 
i nformed of the provider' s correct mailing addr ess, phone number, 
or lia ison information . Therefore, s t a ff recommends t hat the 
company ' s certi ficate be canc~lled unless it pays a $250 fine and 
provides s taff with the information required in accordance with 
Rules 25- 24 .480(3) (a) and (b), Florida Administrati ve Code, within 
30 days o f the Order b~coming f inal . 

Staff notes ca nc ellation or a fine is consistent with 
previous proceedings of this nature.

Upon payment of the fines or cancellat ion of the certificates, 
these dockets should be closed without further Commission action.
