ORDER AMEND! NG CERTIFICATE TO INCLlffiE 
ADDITIONAL TERRITORY AND CLOSING DOCKET 

BY THE COM!1ISSION: 

on February 23, 1996, Forest Util i ties, Inc . (Fores t or 
Utility ) f iled an appl i cation with this Commission to amend 
Certif i cat e No. 300-S to include additional territory in Lee 
County, Florida. The additional territory will be served by 
Forest's e x isting wastewater system .. 

The application i s in compliance with section 367.045, Florida 
Statutes, and other pertinent statutes and provisions of the 
Florida Administrative Code. In particular, the application 
contains a filing fee in the amount of $500, as prescribed by Rule 
25-30.020, Florida Administrative Code. In addition, Forest 
p r ovi ded evidence, i n the form of a quitclaim deed with title 
insurance, tha t it owns t h e l a nd upon which its facilities are 
l ocated , as required by Rule 25-30.036, Florida Administrative 
Code. 

Adequate service territory and system maps and a territory 
descri ption have been provided, as prescribed by Rule 25-30.036, 
Florida Administrative Code. Th e additional territory which Forest 
is r e que s ting to serve i n Lee County is described i n Attachment A 
of this Order, which by reference is incorporated herein. 

Fore s t has provided proof of compliance with the noticing 
requirement s o f Rule 25-30.030, Fl orida Administrative Code. An 
objection to the application was received on March 29, 1996, from 
Ms . Kay Gree nbury, Pr esident, Arrowsmith Corporation; the objection 
was withdrawn by letter dated May 28 , 1996. No other objections to 
the notice of application have been r eceived and the time f or 
fi ling such has expired. 

Since Forest has b een i n operation under our jurisdiction 
since 1981, and has b een provid ing satisfactory service to i ts 
customer s, we believe that the Uti l ity has demonstrated its ability 
to prov ide service to the additional territory. According to the 
Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) , there are no 
outstanding notices of violation against Forest. I n addition, from 
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information filed with the application, it appears t hat Forest has 
the financial abili ty to serve the r~quested area . 

Therefore, we find that it is in the public interes t t o amend 
Certificate No. 300-S to include the territory descri bed in 
Attachment A of thi s Order. Forest ha s returned the Ce.rtificates 
to this Commission for entry r eflecting the additional t e rritory. 

Forest's existing rates and charges became ef fective on June 
15, 1996 , p u rsuant to a 1996 price i nde x rate adjustment . Forest 
shall charge the customers in the territory added herein the rates 
and c harges approved in its tarif f until au thorized to change by 
this Commission in a subsequent proceeding . Forest has filed 
revi s e d tariff s heets reflecting the additional territory. 

It i s , therefore, 

ORDERED b y the )'lorida Public Service Commi ssion that 
Certificate No. 300-S, held by Forest Utilities, Inc., 6385 
Presidential Court, Suite 104, Fort Myers, Fl orida 33919 , is 
hereby amended to inc l ude the territory described in Attachment A 
o f this Order , which by reference is incorporated herein . It is 
further 

ORDERED t hat Forest Utilities, Inc. shall charge the customers 
in t h e t e rritory added herein the rates and charges approved in its 
tariff until authorized to change by this Commission. It is 
further 

ORDERED tha t Docket No. 960229-SU is hereby closed.

Any party adversely affected by the Commission's fina l action 

in this matter may request: 1 ) reconsideration of the decision by 

f i ling a motion for reconsideration wi th the Director, Di v i sion of 

Records and Reporting, 2540 Shumard Oak Boulevard, Tallahassee, 

Florida 32399-0850, within fifteen (15) days of the issuance of 

this order in the form prescribed by Rule 25-22 .060, Florida 

Administrative Code; or 2) judicial rev i ew by the Florida Supreme 

Court in the case of an electric, gas or telephone utility or the 

First District Court of Appeal in the case of a water a nd/or 

wastewater utility by filing a notice of appeal wi th the Director, 

Division of Records and Repo rting and filing a copy of the notice 

of appeal and the filing fee with the appropriate court. This 

filing must be completed within thirty (30 ) days after the issuance 

of this order, pursuant to Rule 9 . 110, Fl o rida Rules of Appellate 

Procedure. The notice of appeal must be in the form specified in 

Rule 9.900 (a), Florida Rules of Appella te Procedure.
