AT&T Communications of the Southern States, Inc. (“AT&T”), hereby claims pursuant to 
Section 364.183( l), Florida Statutes, that certain information contained in Commission’s Staff 
Audit, Audit Control No. 00-047-3-1, in the above referenced docket, contains proprietary 
confidential business information that should be held exempt from public disclosure. Consistent 
with Rule 25-22.006(5), Florida Administrative Code, since the Commission already has a copy of 
the Audit Report and workpapers, and the workpapers are voIuminous, an additional copy is not 
being provided since the entire contents of the workpapers are being claimed Confidential.
