BellSouth Telecommunications, Inc. (“BellSouth”), pursuant to Rule 28- 106.204 of the 

Florida Administrative Code, files its Motion for Leave to File Request for Confidential 

Classification one day out of time, and in support thereof states: 

1. On April 10,200 1, BellSouth filed its Notice of Intent to Request Specified 

Confidential Classification with regard to documents produced to the Staff of the Florida Public 

Service Commission in response to Staffs First Request for Production of Documents, Item 1, 

served in the referenced docket. 

2. The documents produced related to BellSouth’s Performance Measurements Quality 

Assurance Plan (PMQAP), a proprietary software system used in conjunction with the recording 

of data and production of reports related to BellSouth’s performance regarding services provided 

to ALECs. 

3. Although BellSouth has a number of redundant systems in place, both in Miami and 

in Atlanta, to insure that Request for Confidential Classifications are filed within 21 days of the 

filing of the Notice of Intent, in this instance every one of those systems failed to detect that such 



a request was due yesterday, May 1,200 1, and the persons responsible for the filing did not learn 

of the error until after the Commission’s offices closed on May 1,2001. 

4. Even though BellSouth did not file the required Request for Specified Confidential 

Classification yesterday, no party or other entity would be injured or othenvise prejudiced by 

allowing BellSouth to file its request one day late. 

5.  BellSouth’s counsel acknowledges responsibility for the error and apologizes for the 

oversight. The procedures utilized to insure that timely filings are made will be reviewed to 

determine where the error occurred and procedures will be reinforced in an effort to prevent 

reoccurrences. 

Wherefore, BellSouth respectfully requests permission to file the attached Request for 

Confidential Classification one day late.
