According to our records, the above referenced utility failed to timely file its 1998 Annual 
Report by March 31, 1999. This Class C utility filed its annual report on May 20, 1999. On 
November 19,1999, a penalty Ietter was sent which asked the utility to pay a penalty of $1 50.00, for 
this late filing. Rule 25-30.110(6) and (7), Florida Administrative Code, sets penalties for 
noncompliance with Annual Report filing requirements. The applicable penalty is $3.00 per day, 
for each day the report is submitted late. The Annual Report was filed on May 20,1999, making the 
annual report 50 days late. Therefore, the penalty due is $150.00. 

Also, on December 3, 1999 you were sent a deficiency letter to correct your annual report 
filing. (See attached letter). Rule 25-30.110(8)(a) sets penalties for failure to file a complete annual 
report. This penalty accrues at $3.00 per day for a Class C utility, and is based on the number of 
days elapsed fiom the date the information is due to the date it is actually filed.
