The notice should be approved by Commission staff
prior to distribution. The utility should provide proof that the
appropriate customers have received notice within ten days of the date of
the notice. The tariffs should become effective on or after the stamped
approval date on the tariff sheets, pursuant to Rule 25-30.475, Florida
Administrative Code. .

ISSUE 2: Should this docket be closed?

RECOMMENDATION: Yes. If Issue 1 is approved and there is no timely
protest to the Commission’s Order by a substantially affected person, no
further action will be necessary and this docket should be closed upon the
issuance of a Consummating Order. Staff should be given administrative
authority to approve the revised tariff sheets. Upon staff’s verification
that the tariff is consistent with the Commission’s decision, the tariff
sheets should become effective on or after the stamped approval date on the
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
